The applicants are requesting approval of an exception to
permit the use of subject property for an off-street parking lot
which will be utilized as part of the off-street parking require
ment for an office building under construction at 2911 East Doug
las.

Subject property is located across a paved alley, south of the
property it is intended to serve. Subject property is a 50 x 65 foot
area, which is the rear portion of two platted lots having frontage
on Erie Street. The mite plan submitted with this application shows
that an existing house on these lots would have to be removed to al-
low room for the parking lot. The applicants do not state what the
intended redevelopment of the front portion of these lots would be,
but have indicated in previous conversations the possibility of
developing it with a duplex. In this regard, the applicants should
note that the minimum lot area required for a duplex in the "A"
zoning district is 6,000 square feet. The developable area left
after construction of the proposed parking lot would be 3,625 square
feet, which would also be of questionable size for a development as
a single family residence. The applicant states that "All of the
parking has been placed at the rear of both lots so as to not dis-

Over the last several years, the City
Commission has approved changes in zoning to the "BB" Office District
on similarly located (south of the alley) properties in this general
area for the purpose of providing off-street parking lots to serve
the parking needs of the "IC" properties fronting on Douglas.

RECOMLIENDATION:

It is the opinion of the Secretary that with proper screening
of adjacent residential properties this would be an appropriate use
of subject property. However, the matter of what happens to the
front (west) portion of these lots is still an issue that should be
addressed lest an undevelopable parcel of land be created.
