MeCOY also pointed out that so far as maintaining the appear-
ance of the reighborhicod in general, Le has been the only one that
nmows weeds in the alley, and had attempted to have the alley closed
80 that he could fence it to prnsent a hetter .:mpcarance. and
further, he regularly picks up Lottles, cans, ctc. from the street.
He ingicated also that he has a business at 513 Nerth Hashington
which reguires ruch oif his time, which limits his activities at
subject site.

HENHESSY suggested that if a permit is recommended that a time
limit be attached to give the applicant an opportunity to clean up
the premises.

GARDCNHIRT said she had viewed the lozation as a rermber of
the Zoning Committee and it did not appear that there had been any
effort to corply with certain raquirencnts of the lealth Department
or other codes, suchi as fencing or clear ing of bricks and storage of
materials at least 1 inches off the ground. ['cCOY zaid the bricks
on the property arc to Le used for fill and that it 'muld not be
logical to clean them first.

HEMILSSY said he took eiception to !lrs. Gardenhire's ccrments
about: the lcalth Department requirements, and /1cCOY said the Nealth
Departrent has never contacted him at any time. IFMNDSSY said he
felt that had the applicant's prenises been in violation of the
health code, the lealth Department would have cited him for wviola-
tion. MeCOY said he has no rodents on his property and that he
picks up Lottles, cans and other trash regularly, and keeps the
weeds moved.

CARDINHIRL said she had assumed from the staff comnents con-
cerning certain reguirenents so far as materials heing 18" from
the ground, that such had not leen complied with. IIINIESSY said
that if there are v:.olf.tlc')s, the Health Departuent has apparcntly
been derelict in its duties

IlcCOX said he haz posts accunulated ready to put into the ground
as a start toward !'.15 u.uldlng, but has no time for such work, and
when asked hos scon he eipected to have ais huilding con ':lcte(a, McCoy
thought in about a year. ,

HILL uc'gested that the Comnission act on the wotion inasmuch
as Mr. McCoy hias had a chance to presaent his case.

In further discussion, LAXIN said it is possible that arrange-
ments could be made for stacking or storage of materials for a build-
ing, but that !Ir. Dornelly from Central Iapection Division was
present and could ancwer that cuastion, and he stated also tlhat it
has not been Zully brought out whether tha storare of naterials is
all for tie building or scne possibly f sale as used material,

JOI DOLHZILY of Central Inspection 2ivision, said there might
ba a srmall aicunt of the yoods - steel or Llocks -~ that could Le
uged in a commercial building, but that there is nothing elses on
the premises which could e used in a comrereial building., e
thought that ilr.

In- further explanation, DOIMILLY said that if this site was
to be a construction site with new raterial, etc., naturally there
has to be storage of materials; however, in tihis case that is not
the complete issun, because tl'e used naterials are for sale. As a
result of questions, DONNDILLY said the applicant could not obtain
a building pemiit to Luild a coriercial type huilding for himself,
but could for a cwelling.

STAN HENDFYIH, rcpresenting liodel Cities, pointed out that
the Model Cities progras has expenced considerable roney in the Model
Cities areas (which includes sunhject arca), through various maint-
enance, derolition and rekabilitation proorams. We asked the Com-
mission to kecp in mind the efforts cf the “ofel Cities procrans
and the Health Departrent to improve the character of neighborhoods
such as being considered. 1In this specific case, FENDRYX did not
see how it could ! e such a tre.endous undertaking for the appli-
cant to clean up his prerices.

HEMDRYX pointed out also that there are laws which prohikit
the use of usec riaterial in thie construction of a commercial build-
ing, and ruch of the material accunwulated cennot be so used. e con-
sidered it useless for the Urban Tencwal Agency, liealth Departrent
* and !ocdel Cities projects to attempt to succeed if violations and
conditions such ac presently exist on subject prenises are allowed
to continue.

1cCOY said ke Lad called tl.e Central Inspection Office and had
- been advised that it was perrissible for hir to use lwber which he
has stored in construction of a commercial building.

ELHBESSY said in the Leginning he had the impression the
applicant vas going to build a khuilding, but the inspector has stated
he was selling frow the premises, so his feeclings have changed.

Mr. Carl Chuzy has asked that I direct to you a letter reflecting
Mr. Chuzy's opposition to a special use permit requested by Mr. Lee
McCoy on Even Lots 26 through 48, inclusive, Moore's Addition,
Wichita, Kansas for the purpose of a used material yard. This
property is located in the nineth block of North Washington Street.

I am enclosing a portion of the plat of property in the Southwest
Quarter of Section 16 and show the applicant's property, as I
understand it, outlined in red. Mr. Chuzy's property is designated
by black with a blue "X", and the remainder of the property designated
in blue is owned by Superior Ligquor Wholesalers. While I do not
represent Superior Liquor, I understand that they also object to this
application.

Mr. Chuzy plans to attend the meeting in person and has advised that
his property to the west of the applicant's property is improved and
occupied by Butler Paper Company and Kansas Wholesale Supply Company.
These are first class attractive buildings, and we believe not only

the value of the buildings, but also the entire area would be
seriously depreciated by a use such as the applicant requests.
Mr. Chuzy and I have viewed the applicant's present operation

in the 500 Block on North Washington, and, in the event Mr.

McCoy plans a similar operation, Mr. Chuzy would most strenuously
object. .

Mr. Chuzy has also called to my attention the proposed interloop
which hopefully will one day become a reality and which is presently
designated for this area and certainly, should the interloop be
constructed as a major arterial, this use again would be a detriment
insofar as the aesthetic is concerned.

I understand that Mr. Chuzy would consent to Mr. McCoy's operation
in the event it were to be completely housed in an enclosed brick
or block structure and were to be maintained in an orderly fashion
and in compliance with the special use permit ordinance and other
applicable ordinances and regulations.

Mr. Chuzy has some other comments which I understand he will make
in person at the time of the hearing. i

I will appreciate the distribution of this letter together with
copies of the enclosure to the Commissioners present at the meeting
of February 28, 1974.

It should be pointed out that, at present, subject property
is being utilized illegally for the storage of used building
material. 1In viewing the site (as evidenced by the photo-
graphs taken), brick, tile and concrete blocks have been
dumped on the site, have not been cleaned or stacked; and
lumber, kitchen cabinets, doors and other assorted used
materials are stacked or dumped in piles directly on the
ground. None of the materials maintain an 18" clearance
required by the Health Department tc assist in rodent pre-
vention.

Although zoned "E" Light Industrial, there are single-
family residences in the area directly to the east and
south. Neither street is paved and both are inadequate in
right-of-way. Washington has railroad tracks in the center
of the right-of-way.

Because of the homes in the arca and the warechousing activity
to the west, this is not an area where a used material yard
would appear to be in character with the neighborhood.

Should the Planning Commission, however, ccnsider this an
appropriate use and recommend that the City Commission grant
the special permit, the following conditions should be con-
sidcred: 3

a. A solid or semi-solid wall, to prevent thc passage of
debris or light, constructed of woocl or metal (not
including waven wire), at least 8 feet in height, shall
be constructed around the perimeter of the site, however,
said wall shall maintain a 25-foot setback from Washingtcn
and 8th Streets. The plans for subject wall shall be
submitted to the Planning Department and Superintendent
of Central Inspection for approval prior to construction.

Landscaping shall be provided in the south and west 25-
foot setback arcas. The applicant shall submit a land-
scape plan, prepared by a landscape architect, specify-
ing the varicty, size an@ spacing of plant materials,
to the Planning Dcpartment for approval.

The height of storage_ piles shall be limited to 8 feet,

Used materials are to be piled and stored in an crcerly
manner, such as would be providecd by racks or bins, and
are to be elevated to a minimum height cf 18" to reduce
rodent potential.

Our memorandum was primarily informational in purpose as we
were getting complaints and also being contacted by McCoy.

As you know, I am concerned about the enforcement of the zoning
ordinance and the follow-up, particularly when violations have
been found to exist in the courts and then they continue to
exist for months thereafter. As indicated, when you are back
from NIMLO and I am back from vacation, I would like to have a
meeting with you, officials from Central Inspection and, if
appropriate, the City Manager, to discuss how we can better
approach this question of enforcement.

As to filing a complaint, I do not view it the role of this of-
fice to be the complainant in zoning violations. However, if
that is what it is going to take to get the job done, please
advise me as to what information I must have in order to file
these complaints and I will pursue them with the courts.

Several calls which have been taken by different staff members
this week from lLee McCoy concerning the above captioned subject,
have prompted me to keep you and those receiving copies of this
memo, advised. You will recall that Mr. McCoy requested a per-
mit for a used building material yard located at 918 Morth
wWashington which he had been operating in violation in the

"E" Light Industrial District. His request was first con-
sidered by the Board of City Commissioners on January 22,

1974, and it was referred to the Planning Commission for
recommendation. Following that action we wrote to him re-
questing a legal description and an abstract ownership list

so that notices could be mailed to adjacent property owners.

The Planning Commission considered his request on February 28,
1974, and after reviewing the case, their action was to
unanimously recommend that his application be denied. The
file reflects neighborhood opposition, a letter of protest,
and names of persons in attendance who were opposed but did
not speak. The minutes reflect that only Stan Hendryx, a |
representative of Model Cities, spoke in opposition. The
Board of City Commissioners on March 19, 1974, denied the i
request. t

Since that time, the storage of materials on subject property
has never slowed down and on several occasions he has been
observed unloading materials on the premises. We have had
calls from neighbors wondering why this operation was not
stopped. In September we requested Feldner to advise us on
the status of the case and he informed us that the subject
case zas in Police Court.

We had heard no more on this case until this week when Mr. McCoy
started calling the office. He talked to several staff members
before talking with me and in our conversation he inquired as

to vhether or not he had to wait a year before refiling his
request. I advised that since this was not a zone change he

could refile it any time, and that he would need to request a
special permit from the City Commissiocn and that they would
refer the request to the Planning Commission for recommendation.
I advised that the original certified ownership list would need
to be recertified as it was older than six months (1-22-74).
Since my conversation I have been advised that he was found
guilty in Police Court where apparently he expressed a desire

to either appeal the case or refile the application. It would
appear that his attempt to refile the application will prolong
the violation and that his operation will not be eliminated in
the near future. In briefly mentioning his calls to Joe Donnelly,
Joe advised that McCoy was now encroaching onto adjacent lots to
the east which are zoned the "B" Multiple Family District; how-
ever, he advised that he would verify this rumor.

The latest call from McCoy was taken by Lynn Shirkey this
morning who felt McCoy was generally being argumentive about
the conditions stated in the staff report regarding fencing,
landscaping, stacking of materials, etc.

I wanted to keep you advised of these discussions as you might

be receiving a letter requesting consideration of a special
permit again., Also City Commissioners might be receiving a

letter from him, as this week we furnished him, per his written
request, the names and mailing addresses of the City Commissioners
and Planning Commissioners.

We have recently had several calls on certain Zoning and
Departmental Review Cases which have involved denial of
applications by the Board of City Commissioners, yet the

violations continue unabated. These cases are:

Z-1485 - Frank Solbmon, et.al. requests zone change from "A"
and "IC" to "C" at the southwest corner of Poplar and Douglas.

This case involved a violation discovered by your staff of an

air conditioning and heating business operating in the "LC"

District ("C" Commercial required). The applicant applied for "cC"
zoning, but the request was denied by the Board of City Commissioners
on February 20, 1973. Several area residents have complained that
the business is still in operation at this location in wioclation

of the Zoning Ordinance.

DR 74-5 - Request for a used building material yvard permit in

"B" Light Industrial District by Lee McCoy.

The applicant requested a permit for a used building wmaterial
yard located at 918 North Washington which he had been operating
in violation of the ordinance. The request for permit was denied
by the Board of City Commissioners on March 19, 1974, but cone of
the adjacent property owners had ccmplained that Mr. MecCoy con-
tinues to store material at this location and has recently been
observed adding to the storage at this location.

DR 74-3 - Request for a storage or bailing of scrap metals (salvage
yvard) permit at 2315 South Meade by Richard E.. Sinclair,

A request by the applicant to permit a bailing and storage of
scrap metals at 2315 South Meade was denied by the Board of City
Commigsioners on March 19, 1974, but the operation continues
unabated.

Z-1568 - Opal F. Williams requests zone change from "A" to
"RB" at the southeast corner of Ellis and Skinner.

The applicant had been utilizing a converted duplex as four
dwelling units with a fifth unit in a separate structure on

the rear of the property. On November 13, 1973 the Board of
City Commissioners approved "RB" zoning for subject property
subject to conformance of the approved parking plan. The
appiicant was also informed that the fifth residence would not
be allowed as the "RB" District only permits four dwelling units
on one lot. We have recently driven by the residence and
apparently no effort has been made to develop off-street parking
as contained in the parking plan approved by the Division of
Traffic Engineering in association with this case. We could
not tell whether or not there is still a dwelling unit in the
accessory structure.

Z2-1580 - Clear lake, Inc. requests zone change from "ILC" to "C"
on_the south side of 21st Street in an area west of Amidon.

The applicant requested a spot of “c* zoning to allow outside
storage and sale of garden items and tools. The ordinance was
amended on February 5, 1974, by the Board of City Commissioners

- to allow outdoor storage in the "LC" District under specified

conditions. The zone change request was then withdrawn. How—
ever, the applicant has never complied with the conditions of
the amended Section 28.04.090.1 of the City Code and has never
submitted a Design Plan as required by Paragraph b,

Since all of these cases originated from what I assume were
violations found by your staff, I would appreciate it if you
could check into these matters and advise us of their status
and what has been done to see that there is compliance with the
ordinance. Perhaps it would be helpful if we could discuss
methods of improving coordination between our offices in order
to insure that case denials and conditions of approval by the
Board of Zoning Appeals are always complied with. I have
attached copies of correspondence related to the above cases
for your information,

GAIBRAITH pointed out the area on the map and reviewed the
following staff report:

Comments

1. The Board of City Commissioners, at their regular meeting
of January 22, 1974, referred subject request to operate
a used building material yard in the "E" Light Industrial
District at 918 NWorth Washington (Lots 26 through 48 even
on Washington Avenue in Moore's Addition to Wichita, Sedg-
wick County, Kansas), to the Planning Commission for review
and recommendation.

In accordance with Section 28.04.184 of the Zoning Ordinance,
a used building material yard may be authorized in the "E"
Light Industrial Districts by the Governing Body under a
special permit, provided that such operation is not on a
main thoroughfare, and in the opinion of the Governing Body
will not adversely affect the character of the neighborhood,
is enclosed by a metal or wood fence not less than eight

feet in height and having cracks and openings not in excess
of five percent of the area of such fence, subject to any
other requirements which may be specified by the Governing
Body, and that all waste paper, rags or materials that can
be scattered by the wind shall be kept in a building suitable
for that purpose, and provided further, that the Board of
Conmissioners may impose such additional special conditions
to protect the health, safety and welfare of the neighbor-
hood as the Board of Commissioners may deem proper, including
(but not limited to), the posting of a performance bond.

It should be pointed out that, at present, subject property
is being utilized illegally for the storage of used building
material. In viewing the site (as evidenced by the photo-
graphs taken), brick, tile and concrete blocks have been
dumped on the site, have not been cleaned or stacked; and
lurber, kitchen cabinets, doors and other assorted used
materials are stacked or dumped in piles directly on the
ground. None of the materials maintain an 18" clearance
required by the Health Department to assist in rodent pre-
vention.

Although zoned "E" Light Industrial, there are single-
family residences in the area directly to the east and
south. MNeither street is paved and both are inadequate in
right-of-way. Washington has railroad tracks in the center
of the right-of-way.

Because of the homes in the area and the warehousing activity
to the west, this is not an area vhere a used material yard
would appear to be in character with the neighborhood.

" Should the Planning Commission, however, consider this an
appropriate use and recommend that the City Comnission grant
t.l;e special permit, the following conditions gshould be con-
sidered:

a. A solid or semi-solid wall, to prevent the passage of
debris or light, constructed of wood or metal (not
including woven wire), at least 8 feet in height, shall
be constructed around the perimeter of the site, however,
said wall shall maintain a 25-foot setback from Washington




and 8th Streets. The plans for subject wall shall be
submitted to the Planning Department ané Superintendent
of Central Inspection for approval prior to construction.

Landscaping shall be provided in the south and west 25-
foot setback areas. The applicant shall subnit a land-
scape plan, prepared by a landscape architect, specify-
ing the variety, size and spacing of plant materials,
to the Planning Department for approval.

The height of storage piles shall be limited to 8 feet.

Used materials are to be piled and stored in an orderly
manner, such as would be provided by racks or bins, and :

The applicant shall control weeds within the storage area
and adjacent to and along the outside perimeter of the
wall or fence.

Entrance gates are to be provided with breakaway locking
devices to permit access by the Fire Department.

The applicant shall dedicate by geparate instrument 10
additional feet of right-of-way for both 8th Street and
Washington.

The Superintendent of Central Inspection shall be
responsibile for the enforcement of these conditions.
The City Commission may revoke the special permit
after public hearing for any of the following reasons:

GALBRAITE said the staff would recommend that the application
not be approved.

LEE licCOY was present but said he would prefer to hear
objections from people who were present, and then he would dis-
cuss his request.

MOTION: That the Planning Commission recormmend
To the City Commission that this application for
a special permit not be approved. Cragert moved
and Hill seconded.

STAN HENDRYY was present in opposition.

GRAGERT said he did not feel this type of use is compatible
with the neighborhood and can only he detrinental to the value of
the surrounding homeowners property.

LEE HeCOY said his intent is to eventually build a building,
and that over a period of time has been accumulating building
materials because he did not have money to buy them outright
at one time, and while some of the material won't be used in a
building, he has other uses for it. McCOY maintained that dur-
ing construction of the Fourth National Bank, a whole block was used
for storing of building materials, and questioned why there should
be anything wrong with the use of his own property for such storage
purposes.




McCOY also pointed out that so far as maintaining the appear-
ance of the neighborhood in general, he has been the only one that
mows weeds in the alley, and had attempted to have the alley closed
8o that he could fence it to present a better appearance, and
further, he regularly picks up bottles, cans, etc. from the street.
He indicated also that he has a business at 518 North Washington
which requires much of his time, which limits his activities at
subject site.

HENNESSY suggested that if a permit is recommended that a time
1imit be attached to give the applicant an opportunity to clean up
the premises.

GARDENHIRE said she had viewed the location as a member of
the Zoning Committee and it did not appear that there had been any
effort to comply with certain requirements of the Illealth Department
or other codes, such as fencing or cleaning of bricks and storage of
materials at least 18 inches off the ground. McCOY said the bricks
on the property are to be used for fill and that it would not be
logical to clean them first.

HENNESSY said he took exception to Mrs. Gardenhire's comments
about the Health Department requirements, and McCOY said the Health
Department has never contacted him at any time. HENNESSY said he
felt that had the applicant's premises been in violation of the
health code, the Health Department would have cited him for viola-
tion. McCOY said he has no rodents on his property and that he
picks up bottles, cans and other trash regularly, and keeps the
weeds mowed.

CARDENHIRE said she had assumed from the staff comments con-
cerning certain requirements so far as materials being 18" from
the ground, that such had not been complied with. HENNESSY said
that if there are violations, the Health Department has apparently
been derelict in its duties.

McCOY said he has posts accumulated ready to put into the ground
as a start toward his building, but has no time for such work, and
when asked how soon he expected to have his building completed, McCoy
thought in about a year.

HILL suggested that the Commission act on the motion inasmuch
as Mr. McCoy has had a chance to present his case.

In further discussion, LAKIN said it is possible that arrange-
ments could be made for stacking or storage of materials for a build-
ing, but that Mr. Donnelly from Central Inpection Division was
present and could answer that guestion, and he stated also that it
has not been fully brought out whether the storage of materials is
all for the building or some possibly for sale as used material.

JOE DONNELLY of Central Inspection Division, said there might
be a small amount of the goods - steel or blocks - that could be
used in a commercial building, but that there is nothing else on
the premises which could ke used in a commercial building. e
thought that Mr. McCoy would agree that there is a great amount of
material currently on the site actually for sale and not material
proposed for a commercial building.

As for citation by the Health Department, DONNELLY said the
debris in which the lealth Department would be interested, has
been on the premsies only a short while. DONNELLY said the ordin-
ance is clear that storage of used building material requires a
special permit by the City Commission even though it is in the
“E" Light Industrial district.

HOPPER asked if the applicant could get a building permit for
a building to be constructed out of these used materials. DONNELLY
said that a licensed contractor could get a permit for the construc-
tion of a commercial building, but that it cannot be built out of
used materials.




In further explanation, DONNELLY said that if this site was
to be a construction site with new material, etc., naturally there
has to be storage of materials; however, in this case that is not
the complete issue, because the used materials are for sale. As a
result of questions, DONNELLY said the applicant could not obtain
a bullding permit to build a commercial type building for himself,
but could for a dwelling.

STAN HENDRYX, representing Model Cities, pointed out that
the Model Cities program has expended considerable money in the Model
Cities areas (which includes subject area), through various maint-
enance, demolition and rehabilitation programs. He asked the Com-
mission to keep in mind the efforts of the Model Cities programs
and the Health Department to improve the character of neighborhoods
such as being considered. In this specific case, FENDRYX did not
see how it could bhe such a tremendous undertaking for the appli-
cant to clean up his premises.

HENDRYX pointed out also that there are laws which prohibit
the use of used material in the construction of a commercial build-
ing, and much of the material accumulated cannot be so used. He con-
sidered it useless for the Urban Renewal Agency, Health Department
and Model Cities projects to attempt to succeed if violations and
conditions such as presently exist on subject premises are allowed
to continue.

McCOY said he had called the Central Inspection Office and had
been advised that it was permissible for him to use lumber which he
has stored in construction of a commercial building.

HENNESSY said in the beginning he had the impression the
applicant was going to build a building, but the inspector has stated
he was selling from the premises, so his feelings have changed.

VOTE ON MOTION: Carried unanimously.
