BACKGROUND

On March 9, 1976, the Board of City Commissioners considered pos-
sible amendments to the zoning ordinance, related to sign regula-
tions, that had been recommeneed by the Ad Hoc Sign Committee

and the Planning Commission. (See memo of March 3, 1976.) The
Board of City Commissioners by a majority vote concurred with the
recommendations submitted, except item number 4. An ordinance in-
cluding the recommended changes in items 1, 2, 3, 5, 6 and 7 has
been adopted.

In accordance with the State statutes, any recommendation of the
Planning Commission not concurred with by the City Commission must
be returned to MAPC for reconsideration.

SUMMARY

This possible amendment to the zoning ordinance was reconsidered
by the MAPC at their meeting of April 1, 1976. A copy of excerpt
of the MAPC minutes is attached for yYour information.

This recommended change to the zoning ordinance would allow an
additional two and one-half feet of height for each 100 square feet
of landscaping or architectural treatment at the base of the sign,
with a maximum addition of ten feet to a sign with 400 square feet
of treatment at the base. A delineated copy of this possible amend-
ment to the zoning ordinance is attached.

The Planning Commission has again recommended that this amendment
be adopted.

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AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2B8.04.139(K) (3)
OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WICHITA, KANSAS,
PERTAINING TO THE PERMITTED HEIGHT OF ON-
SITE SIGNS; AND REPEALING SAID ORIGINAL

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
WICHITA, KANSAS:

Section 28.04.139(K) (3) of the Code of the City of
Wichita, Kansas, shall be amended to read as follows:

"3. Height Limit. No ground or pole sign shall exceed
a height of 30 feet, provided: exeept

a. That when the number of permitted signs on a zoning

T lot is reduced, the height of any one sign may be
increased 5 feet for each sign reduction. The use
of this method to increase a sign height shall not
permit any sign to exceed a height of 45 feet.

b. That an additional two and one-half feet in height
may permitted for each one hundred square feet

of ground area which Is landscaped and/or architec-
turally treated as a part of, or around, the base

of a ground or pole sign. Such additional increases
%n height shall be granted only for the full 100,

, 300 or 400 square feet of landscaping and/or
architectural treatment. Such an increase in
height may not exceed ten feet. If applied to the
basic height limitation of 30 feet, no s gn _shall
exceed 40 feet in height. If applied to a sign
whick 1s permitted by sub-section (a) hereof to
excee eet, then the additional height may be

added thereto. This height bonus shall be permitted

only when the landscaping and/or architectural

treatment complies with the following:

1. The base area shall be designed so as to prevent
damage from vehicles.

2. There is provided a provision for water con-
nection if live landscaping materials are used.

3. It is not a sight hazard for either vehicles
or pedestrians.

4. It is of such design and substances as to
provide visual eye contact at street level
when adjacent to the zoning lot. Non-hardy

lant material or solely turf grasses or
similar landscape product shall not be con-
sidered adequate plant materials. If live
Jlandscape material is used, the basic plant
material shall be evergreen."
The original of Section 28.04.139(K)(3) of the Code of
the City of Wichita, Kansas, is hereby repealed.

This ordinance shall be included in the Code of the
City of Wichita,. Kansas, and shall take effect upon its passage
and publication once in the official city paper.

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EXCERPT FROM PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES OF APRIL 1, 1976:

23. DR 75-27 - Reconsideration of recommendation on ﬁgn heights
rejected by City Commission. ¢

The following staff review which had been submitted to the
Commissioners prior to the meeting was reviewed briefly by LAKIN.

The recommendations of the MAPC for amendments to the zoning ordin-
ance related to signs were considered by the City Commission on
March 9, 1976.

The City Commission considered each of the seven recommended changes
separately and approved and adopted six of the provisions amending
the zoning ordinance. The one recommendation rejected by the City
Commission was to allow on-site ground or pole signs to be increased
in height by the use of landscaping or architectural treatment at
the base of the sign. (See attached copy of recommendation made by
MAPC.)

Since the action of the City Commission was contrary to the recom-
mendation of the Planning Commission, it is required that this
portion of the amendment be reconsidered.

Recommendation
Take such action as the Planning Commission deems appropriate.

GOEBEL suggested that no matter what position the Planning
Commission takes, the City Commission will do what they want to
anyway .

BAYOUTH thought the City Commission had missed the most import-
ant point - the fact that by allowing an additional height (if land-
scaping or architectural treatment is provided at the base), it
would reduce the number of signs. He felt the City Commission was
more interested in height rather than number of signs.

LYTLE said the City Commission is aware that you are permitted
additional height by reducing the number of signs. The amendment
is in addition to that, permitting up to ten feet of additional
height by providing landscaping or architectural treatment at the
base of the sign.

LAKIN pointed out that the clause about reducing the number
of signs in exchange for additional height is already a part of
the ordinance, being clause a. as shown on the material provided
the Commissioners. The only thing added was relative to landscap-
ing or architectural treatment, and he felt that the City Commis-
sion just did not believe landscaping at the base was a fair trade
for increased height, plus what they considered to be a policing
problem so far as landscaped areas.

Since the Sign Committee has already spent considerable time
on the matter, GOEBEL favored returning it to the City Commission as
Originally recommended, and let that body either approve or disap-
Prove the proposal.

s No one from the general public appeared to speak on this sub-
ject.

At the request of the City Commission in the early part of 1975,
an Ad Hoc Sign Committee was appoined by the MAPC Chairman to
review the regulaticns pertaining to temporary and portable signs
and the fees thereof.

No off-site sign shall be erected on a zoning lot
that does not comply with the minimum lot size
requircments of the zoning district.

Setback. Off-site signs shall comply with all building
setback lines.
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5. Type. Off-site sigrs may be ground, pole or wall signs,
but shall not be erected upon or above the roof of any
building, nor shall any portion of a sign project over
public right-of-way.

Limitations of the "LC" Light Commercial District. In
addition to the above requirements for off-site signs,
off-site signs shall be permitted in the "IC" Light
Commercial district subject to the following require-
ments:

a. The zoning lot shall be located adjacent to an
arterial street, expressway or freeway; and

b. There shall be not less than 70% of the desig-
nated mile located adjacent to "LC", "C", "E"
or "F" zoned properties or any combination
thereof; and

There shall not be less than 150 feset distance
from any off-site sign to a residence; and

No off-site sign shall be located on any property
that is not a part of at least 300 continuous
feet of "LC" zoning that has frontage along the
arterial or expressway street; and

Any sign permitted by this section shall face
t?e d.l.rer.-t.ion of travel along the designated
mile.

The originals of Sections 2B8.04.139(a) (1) (j), 28.04.139(K) (6)
and 28.04.139(L) of the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas, are
hereby repealed.

a. No off-site sign shall be erected on a zoning lot
that already has more than two on-site ground or
pole signs within 35 feet of the street right-of-

No off-site sign shall be erected on a zoning lot
that already has more than 200 square feet of on-
site ground or pole signs facing a direction of
travel, regardless of the number of signs; or

No off-site sign shall be erected on any property
that would obscure the view of any on-site signs.
This shall be determined by establishing a sight
point at the center line of the street 150 feet
in either direction, then no on-site sign within

from view; or

No off-site sign shall be located closer than 330
feet to another off-site sign facing the same
direction of travel; or

No off-site sign shall be erected on a zoning
lot that does not comply with the minimum lot
size requirements of the zoning district.

Setback. Off-site signs shall comply with all building
setback lines.

EXCERPT FROM PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES OF FEBRUARY 19, 1976:

12. DR 75-27 - Amendments to the zoning ordinance Re: On-site and
off-site signs.

LYTLE reviewed the following staff report which had been pro-
vided the Commissioners prior to the meeting.

BACKGROUND

In July of 1975 an AD HOC SIGN COMMITTEE was appointed by Harlan
Kamen, then Chairman of the Planning Commission, to review the
issues raised by representatives of the sign industry and other
sign code issues that might be brought before them. This ten=
member committee was chaired by Bill Goebel, Planning Commis=-
sioner, with other members as follows:

Dwight Hopper, Former Planning Commissioner

Paul Elliott, Zoning Advisory Committee Member
Ken Stewart, Zoning Advisory Committee Member

Don Boyd, Bottling Industry

Pat Guinan, Wichitans for Better Signs

Barbara Arvold, Wichitans for Better Signs

The recommendations of the Ad Hoc Sign Committee were presented
to the Planning Commission at your meeting of January 8, 1976.
It was the recommendation of the MAPC to advertise for public
hearing those amendments that are part of the zoning ordinance.
These amendments have been advertised for public hearing at your
meeting of February 19, 1976.

Members of the Ad Hoc Sign Committee, Wichita Board of Realtors,
Wichita Association of Homebuilders, Chamber of Commerce, Kansas
State Sign Association, representatives of the bottling industry,
Kansas Petroleum Council, Environmental Resources Advisory Board,
and other individuals who have expressed interest in these regu-
lations, have been notified of this hearing.

Attached hereto is a copy of the possible amendments to the zon-
ing ordinance that have been advertised for public hearing. Also
attached is a copy of an excerpt from the Planning Commission
meeting of January 8, 1976,

SUMMARY

The following is a list of the recommendations made by the Ad
Hoc Sign Committee, noting origination of the request, and the
section of the ordinance that it effects.

l. A request from a member of the sign committee to remove
the restriction on on-site signs related to trademarks
and symbols when a preoduct is sold only by vending
machines.

RECOMMENDATION: Delete that portion of the definition of
on-site signs as shown in Section 28.04.139(a) (1) (i) of
the attachment.

A request from the Superintendent of Central Inspection
to provide a method for special displays such as some re-
quests for Bicentennial displays he has received.

RECOMMENDATION: Provide exemption of special displays
when approved under provision 24.04.240 of the sign code.

This amendment is shown by the addition to
Section 28.04.139(b) of the attachment.
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A request from the K.S.S.A. that ground or pole signs be
permitted to greater heights by the addition of landscaping
at the base of the sign.

RECOMMENDATION: That an additional two and one-half feet

of height be permitted for each one hundred square foot of
ground area that is landscaped and/or architecturally treated
at the base of the sign.

This amendment is shown in Section 28.04.139
(k) (3) of the attachment.

A request from the K.S.5.A. that ground or pole signs be
required a lesser setback from adjoining property lines and
driveways.

RECOMMENDATION: To reduce the distance from a side property
Iine from 25 feet to 15 feet or 1/3 of the lot width, which-
ever is less. The requirement for ground signs adjacent to
driveway approaches was not recommended to be changed.

This amendment is shown in Section 28.04.139

(k) (6) of the attachment. This amendment also
includes a clarification of the intent of the
ordinance on separation of ground or pole signs.

A request from the K.S.S.A. for additional on-site ground
signs to be permitted in the commercial and industrial
districts, particularly those generally described as wing-
boards for on-site advertising.

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION: Permit additional sign; subject
to regulating the location, number, height, and area.

This amendment is shown in Sections 28.04.139
(g), (h), (i), and (j) of the attachment.

A request from the Donrey Outdoor Advertising to permit the
height of off-site ground signs to exceed 30 feet in height
adjacent to an elevated roadway.

RECOMMENDATION: That off-site signs be permitted to a height
of 40 feet or 14 feet above the traffic deck, whichever is
less, provided there shall be no more than 3 signs exceeding
30 feet in a mile, and the distance between off-site signs
shall be not less than 660 feet.

This amendment is shown in paragraph 2. of
Section 28.04.139(1) of the attachment.

A request from the Donrey Outdoor Advertising Company to per-
mit off-site signs in the "LC" Light Commercial District subject
to restrictions wherein such signs would be limited to areas
generally developed with commercial and industrial uses.

RECOMMENDATION: That off-site signs be permitted in the
LC" Light Commercial District subject to:

(a) 1locations being adjacent to an arterial, expressway

or freeway; (b) not located less than 150 feet from a resi-
dence; (c) not located on a property that is not within 300
continuous feet of "LC" zoning along the designated mile;
(d) the "LC" zoning is part of a designated mile that has
at least 70% adjacent to any of the commercial or industrial
zoning districts.

This amendment would be accomplished by the
addition of the paragraph to Section 28.04.139
(g) and the amendments to Section 28.04.139
(1) of the attachment.
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RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Planning Commission make the changes
deemed necessary after the public hearing and forward the recom-
mendation to the Board of City Commissioners for their considera-
tion.

As you will note, by the minutes of the January
8, 1976 MAPC meeting, the Planning Commission
made the following recommendations pertaining
to Title 24, the Sign Ordinance.

1. The sign ordinance should be amended to re-
quire only an original sign permit. (This
would eliminate the triennial sign use permit
for all permanent signs.)

A temporary sign permit fee of $6.00 be estab-
lished which would be good for one year. And
further, a $6.00 fee for promotional sales in
any one year be established which would include
pennants used in promotional sales.

Since Title 24 (Sign Ordinance) changes are not
required to be a public hearing before the Plan-
ning Commission, the previous action of the Plan-
ning Commission will be forwarded to the Board of
City Commissioners at the same time as your recom-
mendations on the changes to the zoning ordinance.

S. E. COHLMIA, 1433 Stratford, had questions about on-site
signs, and was provided a copy of the proposed ordinance amend-
ments, it being pointed out that the fees for signs is not a part
of the zoning ordinance and does not require a public hearing.
BAYOUTH commented that it is not intended that the Commission will
discuss the fee structure at this meeting. LYTLE suggested to
Cohlmia that he obtain a copy of the fee schedule and discuss it
with the Central Inspection Division, then be prepared to appear
at the City Commission meeting for further discussion, if desired.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH asked that Mr. Cohlmia and other interested
individuals, be notified of when this will be considered by the
City Commission.

BOBBIE KELTNER, Chairman of the Environmental Resources Board,
stated that the Resources Board has had a member on the Sign Com-
mittee and she commented on the Committee's recommendation as fol-
lows: In the present form the new ordinance represents a consider-
able compromise; however, the attack on the ordinance and the re-
quest for additional changes by special interests tend to compli-
cate the ordinance to the point where it cannot be properly enforced.

Speaking as to proposal #3 that ground or pole signs be per-
mitted to greater heights, it was their feeling such would mean fur-
ther enforcement problems and in this case, maintenance of the land-
scaping is the key to the appearance of the signs.

There was also objection to Proposal #5 to permit additional
on-site signs, such as wingboard signs. The Resources Board was
opposed to #7 to permit off-site signs in the light commercial
district. Off-site signs have an extended area throughout the City
in which to convey their message and to allow them as proposed
would be another encroachment.

The Environmental Resources Board was disturbed by the action
of the Commission on January 8, 1976, with respect to permits and
fees. The elimination of sign use permits periodically means there
will be no way to enforce maintenance of signs and, although it may
be desirable that the period of time be longer than 3 years, the
Board considered it a must that the sign use permit provision remain.
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The amount of fees was not a concern of the Board, other than to
hope that they could be as reasonable as possible and at the same
time provide effective inspection; however, it was felt that the
proposed changes for temporary sign permits would desiroy the intent
of the new ordinance in dealing with temporary signs, which are the
major offenders.

The Board considered it imperative that sign permits specify
time and location in order to have proper enforcement, but an alter-
nate might be to allow special signage on merchants' permanent poles
for temporary promotiouns. This has been done elsewhere in the
country. The proposal as being considered would encourage the use
of temporary signs and the Environmental Board urged the Commis-
sion to reconsider this point.

It was the opinion of the Board that a new ordinance is not
always thoroughly understood by the inspectors and it is confusing
so far as enforcement. It was suggested that time be taken to
orient the sign inspectors as to the intent of the ordinance, and
that flyers be included with any notices being mailed to explain
provisions of new regulations.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH did not think the public at large is a
special interest group; it involves all business, and if there is
a special interest group on this matter, he didn't know who it
would be. He commented further that the Commission was discussing
business in general and signs are a part of business.

GRAGG also commented that special interest has been referred
to twice at this meeting and whoever makes such references should
be prepared to state who it is. He took exception to such infer-
ences, stating that each of the Commissioners serves without compen-
sation and that such comments really aggravate him. The second
point, as far as enforcement and permits, it would be creating
another govern::ntal bureaucracy. The fee to enforce this was
projected at a figure over $100,000 (three inspectors - $11, 000,
plus 25% fringe benefits) .

HENNESSY asked why the Resources Board did not present its
opposition at the January 8 meecing.

PAT GUINAN said she was a member of the Ad Hoc Sign Committee,
and was told, as were others, that at the January & meeting the
Commission would not discuss fees and permits, but would consider
the recommendation of the Ad Hoc Committee and that this meeting
was the time to come.

HENNESSY commented that the Commission did discuss the matter
in great detail on January 8. GUINAN said she was sorry she had
not been present, but it was presented to her that this was the
pProper time to appear.

COLI:IER questioned the make-up of the Wichitans for Better
Signs and commented further that visual pollution is a matter of
individual taste; that he is a business man and needs signs.

BARRIER said that, as a member of the Commission, she was
appalled at the ill-will demonstrated by the Commission, and that
citizens do have a right to be heard. She did not find this being
exhibited. She was sure there are many different opinions, but
this is a free country and the democratic process is for each
member of the Commission to hear this kind of presentation, what-
ever it may refer to, and try to make a judgment on an impartial
and fair basis.

CHATRMAN BAYOUTH told her she should not be appalled; that the
Commission has spent many, many hours on this issue and it is not
being taken lightly, and that the Commission feels that business
g:ogli'h:ve rights too. He said he had nothing against environ-

ntalists up to a point, but when they t to r i si
he did not like it. ' Yy try un his business,

BARRIER said what they are concerned with is visual pollution
of Wichita; they are motivated by very high ideals and there is
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nothing wrong with that. She thought the Commission should recog-
nize that there may be two very distinct points of view, but still
believed the Commission should listen. CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH repeated
that they have listened.

SAVINA asked concerning the creation of the Environmental Re-
sources Board. MS. KELTNER said it was an appointed Board, five
members by the City Commission; five by the County Commission and
ten by the Board of Health.

COHLMIA spoke again to point out that he considered it ridi-
culous to provide landscaping at the base of a sign, although ad-
mitting that it is nice; however, he maintained that a good busi-
ness man will maintain his signs whether landscaped or not. He felt
that an ordinance should be written so that if a sign becomes deter-
iorated, the owner can be made to maintain it. He asked that the
Commission be logical as well as fair - fair to everybody. He said
he would be at the City Commission meeting. In concluding his re-
marks, he indicated he did not appreciate seeing old signs, but
favored new and well maintained signs, but if the City is going to
take away from his making a living, then he would take as much as he
could from the City of Wichita. He stated further that he is put-
ting up a new sign at a new business where the sign cost $1,000
and the permit $100, and he did not appreciate it.

MS. MARY BRIGHTON, 3620 East English, speaking on behalf of
Project Beauty, read a prepared statement bringing out the follow-
ing points.

Beauty is good business and business recognizes beauty and
is interested in locating in a city that is attractive. Signs are
needed, but also sign controls are needed, and limited signs is
one way to improve the appearance of the City and most citizens are
interested in improving the appearance of their city.

BRIGHTON said she understood there has been some difficulty
with the ordinance, and possibly that has been because of a lack
of understanding of the ordinance. She said Project Beauty realizes
that there may be some changes needed and so opposes only those
points which would seem to nullify the intent to reduce clutter.

BRIGHTON said they were opposed to opening up "LC" districts
for off-site signs. Off-site advertising, essentially, is the use
of the public highways rather than use of private property. They
did not feel it was in the public interest to have billboards in
"LC" areas generally, and as an example pointed out the difficulty
in distinguishing traffic signal lights and lighted signs along
Kellogg, especially to someone not use to driving the street.
Another concern was the increasing of off-site sign height along
elevated highways, but as long as used only for travel information,
she offered no opposition.

BRIGHTON pointed out that portable signs are the biggest cause
of clutter of streetscapes. She was opposed to the liberalization
of the use of portable signs made by the City Commission in June
of last year from two special events per year to twelve, and from
a maximum time of 30 days in any one year to 42 days. She assumed
most of this type of sign was used by service stations; however,
she commented further that many stations are now not using such
signs as they have realized that an uncluttered pleasing appearance
actually brings more business.

To enforce the use of temporary signs the limitations on
time and required permit is essential. Without these two re-
quirements, it would be impossible to have meaningful enforcement.
As for service station clutter, BRIGHTON pointed out that there
are many other types and sizes of signs available for their use,
such as permanent signs, those on the building or the unrestricted
use of window signs. She felt that without adequate controls and
enforcement on temporary signs, the community would be much better
off with the complete banning of such signs.




BRIGHTON referred to a recent study of various cities compar-
able in size to the City of Wichita, such study having rated the
cities in various categories. Wichita was rated very high in most
cases, however, received a "D" rating so far as environmental con-
ditions. She urged that the Commission change its recommendation
and keep off-site signs out of the "LC" districts and require per-
mits and fees on temporary signs as previously adopted.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH said the Commission is really not discussing
fees, but he still did not believe signs are a clutter in a neigh-
borhood; nor did he consider them objectionable, and felt that very
few business men would consider them objectionable.

BRIGHTON felt that there were quite a few business men realiz-
ing more and more that a well designed sign on the front indicating
the name of the business and merchandise sold is better than tem-
porary signs.

BAYOUTH asked if he, as a business man, didn't have the right
to put up a particular type sign and create all the clutter he
wanted to.

GRAGG stated that as indicated by the Chairman, the Commis-
sion has spent quite a bit of time on this matter, but he was in-
terested in a couple of comments made by Mrs. Brighton. He pointed
out that she had indicated the sign ordinance in Wichita is less
restrictive than some cities, and asked in what way that was so.

BRIGHTON said that she had recently visited Shreveport, Loui-
siana, and the visual clutter was terrible with signs and debris;
however, she had traveled through several cities in Oklahoma and
noticed the lack of flashing, twisting, lighted signs and even at
service stations there had been a noticeable lack of unpleasant
signs. When asked for the population of some of the cities with-
out visual clutter, BRIGHTON said one was McAlester, Oklahoma, but
that she did not know the population. Several areas on the west
coast, she stated, even along a stretch of Highway 101, had no
offending billboards or signs.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH commented again that there is a difference
in what each individual considers beautiful.

SAVINA asked concerning the organization of Project Beauty.
BRIGHTON said it is a non-profit organization of more than 200 mem-
bers (quite a number of prominent people), interested in doing what
it can to beautify the City of Wichita.

BARRIER spoke again to say that it seemed to her again that
as members of the Planning Commission, they were not here to
argue with people who come before the Commission, but are to hear
what they say and make some kind of impartial decision or recom-
mendation. She suggested to Mr. Bayouth that if he cared to repre-
sent the business men, perhaps he should step down and speak be-
fore the public microphone to make his speech. CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH
said he disagreed 100%.

SAVINA commented that Mrs. Brighton was trying to convince the
Commission to change the determination heretofore made.

HENNESSY said the Commission has spent many, many hours on
this subject when these people were not around.

BRIGHTON said she had no personal axe to grind, but was a pub-
lic citizen here because she wanted Wichita to be a good place to
live.

COLLIER asked if a motion was required to approve the itams
shown in the staff report; and that the Commission could stay in
session for hours as was the case on January 8.

PORTER asked that the minutes reflect her opposition to items
#3, #5 and #7, all as shown in the staff report, and was further
opposed to the recommendations made by the Planning Commission with
respect to fees and permits.
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PORTER wanted her feelings as just expressed to be a part
of the report that is submitted to the City Commission.

COHLMIA asked for clarification of the use of temporary signs
for 12 events per year and not to exceed 42 days, and detailed ex-
planation was given of how this would function.

COHLMIA did not think anyone could tell him how to run his
business unless they subsidized his operation.

BARRIER asked if the Commission was going to vote on the
Proposals one at a time.

MOTION: Gragg moved that the sign ordinance be
repealed. Savina seconded the motion.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH said nothing would be gained by that action,
and suggested the Commission either approve or disapprove the pro-
posed changes as advertised and that he (Gragg) could be at the
City Commission meeting to express himself.

HENNESSY noted that if the Commission votes approval of this
amendment, it would be voting approval of the sign ordinance in
general. BAYOUTH pointed out that this is a compromise that even
business can "live with" and to completely "throw it out" would
mean going through hours and hours of discussion again, because
repeal will never pass the City Commission. GRAGG's comment was
"that is their choice."

BARRIER asked again if the vote was to be one at a time
individually or one vote on all proposed changes. BAYOUTH said
they would be approved or disapproved as a whole and that they
had been considered individually by the Planning Commission on
January 8, 1976, and approved.

PORTER brought up the fact that any member may request that
they be considered item-by-item, and BAYOUTH stated again that
they had been considered item-by-item on January 8.

PORTER asked for a staff ruling on this point. GALBRAITH
said it appears some would prefer to vote individually because
they might support some of the changes and not others, and that
the Commission could vote individually. BAYOUTH agreed to an
individual vote.

BAYOUTH told Gragg he would accept his motion for repeal later,
but for the present, the Commission would finish the matter at hand.

LYTLE pointed out that the recommendation on January 8, 1976,
was that the proposed changes be advertised for a public hearing;
each one was explained at that time, and that they could be voted
on any way the Commission desired at this time.

PAT GUINAN said she has been a member of the Ad Hoc Sign Com-
mittee as well as attending almost every meeting on signs for the
last 4 1/2 years. As a point of information, she reported that
when the Ad Hoc Sign Committee first considered the proposed amend-
ment to permit off-site signs in the "LC" districts, it was dis-
approved; however, at a later meeting it was approved, and this was
probably the one point where there was less agreement than on any
other item.

BAYOUTH answered that Mr. Tidwell (Donrey Outdoor Advertising
Company), had given up something so far as billboards, and he be-
lieved they were reduced in number about 50% in order to allow addi-
tional height. LYTLE said they were reduced from 5 to 3 in any
designated mile.

GUINAN said that nobody has opposed increased height on elev=-
ated nighways because they have been restricted to helpful informa-
tion for the traveling public.

GUINAN continued that there definitely are restrictions on
where off-site signs may be in "LC" districts, but even with restric-
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tions, they did not want "LC" opened up generally to these types of
signs. She commented further that billboards are not the only clut-
ter, but are considered by some the use of the public highways,
rather than a bonafide use of private property on which it may be
situated.

Reference was made to permits and fees by GUINAN and she point-
ed out that as now proposed, the recommendation does not repres-
ent as careful consideration as other proposed changes in the sign
regulations, and the two recommendations made as to permits and fees
will make it impossible to enforce the ordinance, if they are adopt-
ed by the City Commission. She considered them irresponsible recom-
mendations and that the Commission has not given as much thought
and time as to some of the other changes.

BARRIER said it was her understanding that Denver had adopted
a rather stringent sign ordinance and visual pollution was reduced
considerably.

GUINAN said it was her understanding that the on-site portion
of Denver's ordinance has been upheld, but that efforts to ban
billboards completely, was not upheld. She understood that the
ordinance in general is much more restrictive than Wichita's, and
that Fort Worth also has a much more restrictive ordinance adopted
recently. As to the subject being discussed, she noted that it is
a compromise from the original writing, and while she did not feel
there should never be any changes, she was opposed to changes which
would eliminate controls.

JAMES TIDWELL, Donrey Outdoor Advertising Company, referred
back to the original Committee hearings of 1973 and 1974, and said
that during hearings at that time, he had actually received nothing,
and everything was taken away. At that time, the sign regulations
being discussed were part of the proposed new zoning ordinance and
considerable rezoning was anticipated with its adoption, which
would result in some of the presently zoned "LC" areas being changed
to a classification which would include off-site or billboard signs.
It was decided at that time, TIDWELL continued, that in view of the
proposed changes in the overall zoning for the City, the Planning
Commission would accept the sign ordinance as written originally by
the Zoning Advisory Committee. The Chairman of a special sign com-
mittee, however, had indicated to him that the final ordinance
adopted was not as it was supposed to be. It was supposed to be a
relief to the billboard people in return for the restrictions estab-
lished. Upon further questioning, it was found that there was con-
siderable resentment to the proposed rezoning plan. After it appear-
ed that new mapping would be delayed, a proposal was submitted to the
Ad Hoc Sign Committee to allow off-site or billboard signs in "LC"
districts, with certain restrictions.

As now proposed by the Commission at the January 8 meeting,
TIDWELL pointed out, if one reads the proposed text and relates it
to various zoned areas, it will indicate that off-site signs would
be permitted only in areas generally entirely commercial; they have
no desire to locate billboards in residential, institutional, or
near parks or playground areas.

When asked by GRAGG how he thought it should be resolved at
this point, TIDWELL said he thought it had been resolved - that
the present proposal would only allow off-site signs in "LC" areas
under certain conditions and, while not as lenient as originally
proposed, all they want is what was promised earlier.

TIDWELL asked for an explanation of proposal #7 as to off-
site signs in "LC". LYTLE explained that the same number &f off-
site signs would be permitted in "LC" areas as in "E" and "C", but
with restrictions; there would be a maximum of 5 off-site signs
within a designated mile facing a direction of travel, and restrict-
ed to 600 square feet and a height of 30 feet; a 150-foot distance
from a residence and the "LC" district must be adjacent to an arterial
or expressway street and be not less than 307 continuous feet along
such street.
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GOEBEL pointed out that the proposed ordinance also provides
that there must be at least 70% of the designated mile zoned com-
mercial or industrial before any "LC" district could be used for
an off-site sign. He thought as proposed would result in better
placement of signs. He said the fact that they would be spaced
out within a given mile is the only reason he favors the proposal.

LYTLE showed slides and discussed how this proposal might
relate to certain streets in the city. GOEBEL said that in Com-
mittee meetings in relating the requirements to various streets,
it was shown that there would be only two or three streets in the
city actually qualified under this proposal. He continued that he
would not permit a billboard on his property even if zoned light
industrial, but so far as visual pollution, to have billboards
strategically placed within a mile segment along a highway would
be less eye pollution than to have them "all in a pile."

MOTION: That the Planning Commission recommend
to the City Commission that the zoning ordinance
be amended as outlined in the staff memo as Recom-
mendation No. 1. Collier moved, Hennessy seconded
and it carried unanimously. Kamen was absent.

MOTION: That the Planning Commission recommend
to the City Commission that the zoning ordinance
be amended as outlined in the staff memo as Recom-
mendation No. 2. Collier moved, Hennessy seconded
and it carried unanimously. Kamen was absent.

MOTION: That the Planning Commission recommend
to the City Commission that the zoning ordinance
be amended as outlined in the staff memo as Recom-
mendation No. 3. Collier moved, Gragg seconded
and it carried by a vote of 6 in favor (Collier,
Gragg, Hennessy, Goebel, Bayouth, and Savina) and
3 opposed (Porter, Taylor and Barrier).

LAKIN said the comments of Barrier and Porter would be included
and go along with the motions if that is satisfactory.

LAKIN pointed ocut that the Commission sometime ago had dis-
cussed fees and made a recommendation, and that those recommenda-
tions did not require a public hearing and they will be going
forward to the City Commission; however, if the Commission wants
to change such recommendations, it can be done without a public
hearing. (See paragraphs 1. and 2. under Recommendations in the
staff report.)

BARRIER suggested that in light of the time spent in consider-
ing changes in the sign ordinance, she considered Mr. Gragg's motion
irresponsible and asked him to withdraw it. She was tired of the
harrassment and commented further that there seems to be a predomi-
nant feeling on the Commission for one point of view, but there are
other interests in the community, and she asked Gragg again to with-
draw his motion.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH thought it would be well to let the City Com-
mission act on these recommended changes, and he asked Lakin for
his opinion on this point.

LAKIN thought the recommendations just passed should go on to
the City Commission and if that body has any changes it will have to
come back to the Planning Commission, and it would be well %o get
it before them at least one time.

Hennessy withdrew his second to Gragg's motion
and Gragg withdrew the motion.

LAKIN asked members of the Commission to be in attendance at
the City Commission when this matter is heard by that body.

34. DR 75-27 - Possible Amendments to Zoning Oridnance Re: On-
site and Off-site Signs. Recommendations from the Ad Hoc
Sign Committee.

A
LYTLE briefly reviewed the following memorandum from the Di-
rector to the Planning Commissioners.

BACKGROUND

In July of 1975 an Ad Hoc Sign Committee was appointed by Harlan
Kamen, then Chairman of the Planning Commission, to review the
issues raised by representatives of the sign industry and other
sign code issues that might be brought before them. This 10-mem-
ber committee was chaired by Bill Goebel, Planning Commissioner,
with other members as follows:

David Bayouth, Planning Commissioner

Dwight Hopper, Former Planning Commissioner

Paul Elliott, Zoning Advisory Committee Member
Ken Stewart, Zoning Advisory Committee Member

Don Boyd, Bottling Industry

Everett Hale, Sign Industry

Joan Kamas, Environmental Resources Advisory Board
Pat Guinan, Wichitans for Better Signs

Barbara Arvold, Wichitans for Better Signs

Over these months, the Committee met on 9 different occasions, with
the meetings lasting two to three hours each. Attendance by the Com-
mittee members generally ranged from 6 to 8, with only one member
failing to attend any of the meetings.

In addition to the requests made by the Kansas State Sign Association
and the Donrey Outdoor Advertising Company, the Committee discussed
all of the sign regulation problems that were brought to their atten-

tion. Some of the problems brought to their attention were simply a
matter of misunderstanding the intent and purpose of the regulations
or a lack of communication of factual information. A few of these
were resolved by interpretations from the staff on the application of
the regulations. Other problems required the deletion of, additions
to, or redrafting of some portions of the regulations. These have
been prepared as part of the Committee recommendations.

SUMMARY

Although the Committee did not agree 100% in their recommendations,
the following list of recommended changes is representative of the
majority, and were made following many hours of deliberation.

l. A request from the K.S.S.A. for additional on-site ground
signs to be permitted in the Commercial and Industrial
Districts, particularly those generally described as wing-
boards for on-site advertising.

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION. Permit additional signs subject
to regulating the location, number, height and area.

CODE REVISIONS REQUIRED. Amend Sections 28.04.139 G, H, I,

and J regulating signs in each of the commercial and indus-

Provide exemption of special displays
when approved under provision 24.,04.240 of the sign code.

CODE REVISION REQUIRED. Amend Section 28.04.139 B by add-
ing the following:

BAYOUTH said he, personally, felt that having to pay a fee for
Pennant signs was ridiculous. He said the fees on these signs could
cause untold hardship upon business because the fees were exorbitant
when one considered the ifact that, especially in pennant signs, they
Were usually only used for a few days, and then, according to the pre-
sent ordinance, when one took thcse pennants down and put others up,
one had to pay a fee again. He said there was just no way business
could live with such an ordinance.




LYTLE, of the Planning Department, said that all forms of signs
that are easily moved or placed are classed as temporary signs. He
explained the portion of the ordinances that regulate the placement
of all temporary signs.

BAYOUTH and SAVINA still felt that the fees for temporary signs,
and most of the other sign fees, were too high.

BAYOUTH said he had been on the Ad Hoc Sign Committee for sever-
al months last spring and they had spent endless hours trying to work
something out on the time limitations in the ordinance that restrict
the use of temporary signs. He stated further that he felt the City
Commission circumvented their efforts, but did make some adjustment.

JOHN FRAZIER, of the bottling industry, said there have been
many different meetings trying to get some cooperation in regard to
fees. He expressed concern about the fees on temporary signs. He
said that the A-frame signs, used by the industry for promotions at
service stations, will be stationed in one particular location for
only a short period of time, Perhaps 45 days, and then that sign
will be moved to another location, and another fee is required. He
also stated that something should be done on the sign use permit
requirement so that all signs on a property could be lumped together
under one sign use permit fee. He said they would suggest an in-
spection every five years rather than every three years as is now
required.

At the request of Hennessy, BAYOUTH outlined the work of the Ad
Hoc Committee. He said he could spend the whole evening on the mat-
ter.

BAYOUTH then asked Lytle to review the recommendations item by
item as noted in the memo to the Planning Commission.

LYTLE told the Commissioners that it will be necessary to ad-
vertise for public hearing any changes to the zoning ordinance
(Title 28), and that they might wish to review items 1 thru 7 one
at a time. Then on items 8 and 9, a recommendation should be made
that could be forwarded to the City Commission, and would not re-
quire a public hearing before the Planning Commission.

LYTLE then reviewed Item 1, which would provide for additional
on-site signs on a property.

MOTION: Kamen moved, Hennessy seconded and it
carried unanimously that Item 1 be included in
the advertisement for public hearing. Porter
and Taylor were absent.

LYTLE then reviewed Item 2 which was a request to reduce setback
requirements for on-site signs.

MOTION: Kamen moved, Hennessy seconded and it
carried unanimously that Item 2 be included in
the advertisement for public hearing. Porter
and Taylor were absent.

LYTLE then reviewed Item 3 which would permit additional height
for on-site signs.

MOTION: Goebel moved, Hennessy seconded and it
carried unanimously that Item 3 be included in
the advertisement for public hearing. Porter and
Taylor were absent.

LYTLE then reviewed Item 4, the recommendation to permit
off-site signs in the "Lc" zoning district.

MOTION: Kamen moved, Goebel seconded and it
carried unanimously that Item 4 be included in
the advertisement for public hearing. Porter
and Taylor were absent.
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LYTLE reviewed Item 5, permitting greater heights for off-
site signs adjacent to elevated highways.

MOTION: Goebel moved, Hennessy seconded and it
carried unanimously that this portion of the.
recommendation was acceptable. Porter and Tay-
lor were absent.

LYTLE reviewed Item 6, the recommendation to delete that por-
tion of the definition on on-site signs related to trademarks and
symbols when a product is sold only by a vending machine.

MOTION: Goebel moved, Kamen seconded and it
carried unanimously that this portion of the
Committee's recommendation be advertised for a
public hearing. Porter and Taylor were ab-
sent.

On Item 7, the Commissioners agreed that there should have been
provisions for Bicentennial or similar displays included in the ordin-
ance.

MOTION: Collier moved, Goebel seconded and it
carried unanimously that this recommendation be
included in the advertisement for public hear-
ing. Porter and Taylor were absent.

LYTLE stated that Item 8 was a recommendation made at the re-
quest of the Kansas State Sign Association, to eliminate the use
of external guy wires and chains on ground or pole signs.

BAYOUTH indicated that he felt it was placing an extra expense
on the owner with such a requirement. He stated that many signs re-
quire modification if not installed with guy wires or chains. He
stated that possibly the Kansas State Sign Association could explain
their position.

GOEBEL suggested that perhaps this should apply only to new
sign installations.

LYTLE stated that if adopted, such a regulation would apply
only to new signs and that existing signs would be exempt.

EVERETT HALE, representing the K.S.S.A. stated that it was their
feeling signs can be installed without guy wires or chains at no addi-
tional cost to the owner, and thereby create a much neater appearance.
However, if this is such an issue, he would withdraw the request and
work within his organization to accomplish this.

MOTION: Hennessy moved and Gragg seconded that

the recommendation of the sign committee on Item 8,
to eliminate the use of guy wires and chains, be
withdrawn. Motion carried by a vote of 7 in favor
(Hennessy, Gragg, Taylor, Goebel, Collier, Bayouth,
and Savina) and 1 opposed (Kamen). Porter and Tay-
lor were absent.

On Item 9, LYTLE stated that it was the consensus of the Ad
Hoc Sign Committee that the Committee not make a recommendation
on the fees since it was a matter of providing adequate revenue to
administer the regulations. It was, however, recommended that the
statistical analysis prepared by the Superintendent of Central In-
spection be furnished the MAPC so that the Planning Commission could
make a recommendation on the fees if they so desired.

BAYOUTH asked if Mr. Feldner was prepared to discuss the
statistical analysis with the Commission.

LYTLE stated that Mr. Feldner had been notified of the meeting,
but was not present at this time.

BAYOUTH again stated his feeling that the fee for temporary signs
was excessive and further that the fee on pennants was not right. He
asked Lytle to explain the permit fees on pennants.




LYTLE stated he was not there to defend the permit fees, but
would try to answer any questions the Commission might have on any
portion of the ordinances. He further stated that the use of the
pennants is permitted on the same basis as are other temporary signs.
Temporary signs are limited by the zoning ordinance to a maximum of 42
days in any calendar year at any location, and that this may be used
up in any increment of days, providing that tha number of such promo-
tional pennants shall not exceed twelve. Permit fecs for temporary
signs are $8.00 for the first 75 square feet of sign area, plus $2.00
for each additional 100 square feet of temporary sign used. The
method of determining an area on strings of pennants is one square §
foot for each lineal foot of streamer or pennants. There is no maxi-
mum on the total area of signage permitted on a property, so the big-
ger the display, the larger the permit fee.

LYTLE also stated that the use of temporary signs and pennants
was possibly one of the main reasons for new regulations being
drafted and adopted over a year ago. Although permits were required
by previous ordinances, adequate enforcement was not provided to con=-
trol the use of such displays.

COLLIER stated that he felt the fees should be based on the
amount of space used.

GRAGG suggested that Bayouth was too personally involved in the
matter.

BAYOUTH said he merely felt that the ordinance is unfair.

GRAGG and SAVINA both suggested that the Planning Commission
was getting out of hand on this matter.

BAYOUTH stated that the sign use permit that requires a fee
every three years is not right. He said he could see where there had
to be a method of being sure that all signs are kept in good condi-
tion. However, he felt that some provision should be made in the
ordinance for the sign use permit fee to apply to all signs on a
pProperty and that inspections be made of existing signs every five
years instead of three years.

FRAZIER indicated that the fees established by Central Inspection
were unfair and cited the cost of permits for the A-frame signs each
time they are moved to a new location. He suggested the use of a permit
for a temporary sign and that it go with the sign and the inspector
could check the signs for a valid permit.

LYTLE again indicated that he was not trying to defend the fee
structure for Mr. Feldner, but he had discussed the matter and would
try to state the problem as he sees it. The fees have been established
on a basis of providing enough revenue to administer the sign regula-
tior_zs and provide some enforcement that had heretofore been lacking.
Until there had been a reasonable period of time to evaluate Mr. Feld-
ner's analysis, it would be difficult to determine whether the fees
are excess:.lve. He stated that temporary signs are regulated by loca-
tion and time as previously stated. If you issue a permit for a sign
and allow the sign to be placed anywhere the bottling company might
use it, the:_:e would be no way to regulate the length of time or use of
temporary signs on a particular property. It would be physically im-
possible to regulate the use of the signs unless individual location
permits are required.

_GOEBEL stated that he felt it was unfair to require permit fees
on signs every three years, and that permits are not required on
other uses that require original permits.

LYTLE stated that Mr. Feldner's survey indicated that approxi-
mately 27% of existing signs have been installed without benefit of
a permit. This is probably due to the fact that signs are readily
inai‘:alled and many times go unnoticed unless someone is specifically
assigned to inspect same.




MOTION: Gragg moved, Hennessy seconded that -

Commission that there should only be an original
sign permit fee. The motion carried unanimously.
Porter and Taylor were absent.

LYTLE stated that the motion as stated would eliminate the
sign use permit every three years.

MS. MARY BRIGHTON, 3620 East English, speaking on behalf of
Project Baauty, read a prepared statement bringing out the follow-
ing points.

Beauty is good business and business recognizes beauty and
is interested in locating in a city that is attractive. Signs are
needed, but also sign controls are needsd, and limited signs is
one way to improve the appesarance of the City and most citizens are
interested in improving the appearance of their city.

BRIGHTON said she understood there has been scme difficulty
with tli. ordinance, and possibly that has been be: of a lack
of understanding of the ordinan She said Project Beauty realizes
that thers may be somes changes needed and so opposes only those
points which would seem to nullify the intent to reduce clutter.

BRIGHTON said they were opposed to opening up "LC" districts
for off-site signs. Off-site advertising, essentially, is the use
of the public highways rather than use of private property. They
ot feel it was in th lic interest to e billboards in
“LC" areas genarally, and an example pointed out the difficulty
in distinguishing traffic signal lights and lighted signs along
Kellogg, especially to somecne not use to driving the street.

ther concern was the increasing of off-site sign height along
levated highwa but as long as used only for travel information,
she offersd no opposition.

BRIGHTON pointsd out that portable signs are the biggest cause
of clutter of strastscapes. She was opposed to the liberalization
of the use of portabls signs made by the City Commission in June

of last year from two special events per year to twelve, and from
a maximum tims of 30 days in any one year to 42 days. She assumed
most of this type of sign was used by service stations; however,
she commented further that many stations are now not using such
gns as they have realized that an uncluttered pleasing appearance
actually brings more business.

To enforce the use of temporary signs the limitations on
time and required permit is essential. Without these two re-
quirements, it would be impossible to have meaningful enforcement.
As for sarvice station clutter, BRIGITON pointed out that there
are many other types and sizes of signs available for their use,
such as permanent signs, those on the building or the unrestricted
use of window signs. She felt that without adequate controls and
enforcement on temporary signs, the community would be much better
off with the complete banning of such signs.

BRIGHTON referred to a recent study of various cities compar-
able in size to the City of Wichita, such study having rated the
cities in various categories. Wichita was rated very high in most
cases, however, received a "D" rating so far as environmental con-
ditions. She urged that the Commission change its recommendation
and keep off-site signs out of the "LC" districts and require per-
mits and fees on tesporary signs as previcusly adopted.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH said the Commission is really not discussing
fees, but he still did not believe signs are a clutter in a neigh-
borhood; nor did he consider them objectionable, and felt that very
few business men would consider them cbjectionable.

BRIGHTON felt that there wers quite a few business men realiz-
ing more and more that a well desioned sign on the front indicating
the name of the business and merchandise sold is better than tem-
porary signs.

BAYOUTH asked if he, as a business man, didn't have the right
to put up a particular type sign and create all the clutter he
wanted to.

GRAGG stated that as indicated by the Chairman, the Commis-
sion has spent quite a bit of time on this matter, but he was in-
terested in a couple of comments made by Mrs. Brighton. He pointed
out that she had indicated the sign ordinance in Wichita is less
restrictive than some cities, and asked in what way that was so.

BRIGHTON said that she had recently visited Shreveport, Loui-
siana, and the visual clutter was terrible with signs and debris:
however, she had traveled through several cities in Oklahoma and
noticed the lack of flashing, twisting, lighted signs and even at
rvice stations there had been a noticeable lack of unpleasant
signs. When asked for the population of some of the cities with-
out visual clutter, BRIGHTON d one was McAlester, Oklahoma, but
that she did not know the population. Several areas on the west
coast, she stated, even along a stretch of Highway 101, had no
offending billboards or signs.

CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH commented again that there is a difference
in what each individual considers beautiful.

SAVINA asked concerning the organization of Project Beauty.
BRIGHTON said it is a non-profit organization of more than 200 mem-
bers (quite a number of prominent people), interested in doing what
it can to beautify the City of Wichita.

BARRIER spoke again to say that it seemed to her again that
as members of the Planning Commission, they were not here to

argue with people who come befere the Commission, but are to hear
what they say and make some kind of impartial decision or recom-
mendation. She suggested to Mr. Bayouth that if he cared to repre-
sent the business men, perhaps he should step down and speak be-
fore the public microphone to make his speech. CHAIRMAN BAYOUTH
said he disagreed 100%.

SAVINA commented that Mrs. Brighton was trying to convince the
Commission to change the determination heretofore made.

HENNESSY said the Commission has spent many, many hours on
this subject when these people were not around.

BRIGHTON said she had no personal axe to grind, but was a pub-
lic citizen here because she wanted Wichita to be a good place to
live.

COLLIER asked if a rotion was required to approve the items
shown in the staff report; and that the Commission could stay in
session for hours as was the case on January 8.

RECOMMENDATION: To reduce the distance from a side Property
ne from 25 feet to 15 feet or 1/3 of the lot width, which-

ever is less. The requirement for ground signs adjacent to

driveway approaches was not recommended to be changed.

This amendment 1s shown in Section 28,04.139

(k) (6) of the attachment. This amendment also
includes a clarification of the intent of the
ordinance on separation of ground or pole signs.

A request from the K.5.S.A. for additional on-site ground
signs to be permitted in the commercial and industrial
districts, particularly those generally described as wing-
boards for on-site advertising.

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION : Permit additional signs subject
to mguIaEIng the iocatIon. number, height, and area.

This amendment is shown in Sactions 28.04.139
(h), (1), and (j) of the attachment.
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6. A request from the Donrey Outdoor Advertising to permit the
height of off-site ground signs to exceed 30 feet in height
adjacent to an elevated roadway.

RECOMMENDATION: That off-site signs be permitted to a height

continuous feet of "LC" zoning along the designated mile;
(d) the "LC" zoning is part of a designated mile that has
at least 70% a‘jacent to any of the commercial or industrial
zoning districts.

This amendment would be accomplished by the
addition of the paragraph to Section 28.04.139
(g) and the amendments to Section 28.04.139
(1) of the attachment.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the Planning Commission make the changes

deemed necessary after the public hearing and forward the recom-

ﬁndation to the Board of City Commissioners for their considera-
on.

As you will note, by the minutes of the January
8, 1976 MAPC meeting, the Planning Commission
made the following recommendations pertaining
to Title 24, the Sign Ordinance.

1. The sign ordinance should be amended to re-
quire only an original sign permit. (This
would eliminate the triennial sign use permit
for all permanent signs.)
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2. A temporary sign permit fee of $6.00 be estab-
lished which would be good for one Year. And
further, a $6.00 fee for promotional sales in
any one year be established which would inelude
pennants used in promotional sales,

Since Title 24 (Sign Ordinance) changes are not
required to be a public hearing before the Plan-
ning Commission, the previous action of the Plan-
ning Commission will be forwarded to the Board of
City Commissioners at the same time as your recom-
mendations on the changes to the zoning ordinance.

Over these months, the committee met on 9 different occasions,
with the meetings lasting two to three hours each. Attendance
by the committee members generally ranged from six to eight with
only one member failing to attend any of the meetings.

In addition to the requests made by the Kansas State Sign
Association and the Donrey Outdoor Advertising Company, the
committee discussed all of the sign regulation problems that
were brought to their attention. Some of the Problems brought
to their attention were simply a matter of misunderstanding the
intent and purpose of the regulations or a lack of communica-
tion of factual information. A few of these were resolved by
interpretations from the staff on the application of the regula=-
tions. Other problems required the deletion of, additions to,
or redrafting of some portions of the regulations. These have
been prepared as part of the committee recommendations.
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SUMMARY

Although the committee did not agree 100% in their recommendations,
the following list of recommended changes are representative of
the majority, and were made following many hours of deliberation.

It was recommended that the committee not
make a recommendation on fees, however, it was recommended
that the statistical analysis of the sign ordinance
prepared by the Superintendent of Central Inspection,

be furnished the MAPC and that they make a recommendation
on the fees and the frequency of inspections to the City
Commission. (The sign ordinance now requires a sign use
permit on a triennial basis, see Section 24.04.070(b) and

24.04.080.) A copy of the statistical analysis is attached
to this report.

It is necessary to advertise for public hearing any amendments
to the zoning ordinance.

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SIGN ORDINANCE
STATISTICAL ANALYSIS

Existing historical records indicate that 10,500 permanent signs exist within the
city. However, this figure is not a true reflection of ongoing workload. Field
surveys recently conducted in selected areas evinced that 27% of the existing signs
were originally constructed without permits. Utilizing this computation, Central
-Inspection projects that 13,335 permanent signs currently exist within the corporate
-limits of the city.

An average of 240 actual work days per year for a two-year period (1976-77) plus the
remaining 63 work days of 1975 equals 543 work days within the initial 3-year com-
pliance period. This means that approximately 25 existing signs must be permitted per
workday. This is in addition to new sign construction and enforcement of temporary
and portable signs.

Although it is generally agreed that a large volume of portable and temporary signs
exist, a lack of historical data renders projections upon future workload and antici-
pated revenues impossible to predict. Field surveys and enforcement Pprocedures, socn
to be initiated by a large contingent of Central Inspection personnel, may provide
this data.

A chart indicated as Chart I showing the number of new sign permits issued during
the first eight months of 1975 follows¥:

The sign inspectors drove 8,038 miles in 14 man-months. This averages 575 miles per
man per month. Traffic Engineering estimates that while driving random routes
throughout the city, a vehicle will average 15 miles per hour. This equates 38%
hours per month or 1 hour and 50 minutes vehicular travel each day. ;
Each inspector is allocated a lunch break of one hour and two 15-minute breaks per
day. Two hours per day are required in the office on telephone and personal inter-
views, routine reporting and personnel forms, filing, scheduling next day's
activities, etc. Average actual inspection time expended per sign inspection is
20 minvutes. New signs require an average of two inspections.

Each of the aforementioned 13,335 existing signs within the city must be inspected
once each three years, evincing 4,445 existing signs to be inspected per year.
Based upon prior experience and historicel sign records, Central Inspection Division
makes the assumption that two-thirds of ali existing signs fall within the $12
permit range with the remaining one-third at $15. However, 27% of the existing
signs were erected without the benefit of a permit; thus 2,835 existing signs will
be assessed a new sign permit fee during the initial three year compliance period.

BACKGROUND

——

In July of 1975 an AD HOC SIGN COMMITTEE was appointed by Harlan
Kamen, then Chairman of the Planning Commission, to review the
issues raised by representatives of the sign industry and other
sign code issues that might be brought before them. This ten
member committee was chaired by Bill Goebel, Planning Commission,
with other members as follows:

Paul Elliott, Zoning Advisory Committee Member

Over these months, the committee met on 9 different occasions,
with the meetings lasting two to three hours each. Attendance
by the committee members generally ranged from six to eight with
only one member failing to attend any of the meetings.

In addition to the requests made by the Kansas State Sign
Association and the Donrey Outdoor Advertising Company, the
committee discussed all of the sign regulation problems that
were brought to their attention. Some of the problems brought
to their attention were simply a matter of misunderstanding the
intent and purpose of the regulations or a lack of communica-
tion of factual information. A few of these were resolved by
interpretations from the staff on the application of the regula-
tions. Other problems required the deletion of, additions to,
or redrafting of some portions of the regulations. These have
been prepared as part of the committee recommendations.

SUMMARY.

Although the committee did not agree 100% in their recommendations,
the following list of recommended changes are representative of
the majority, and were made following many hours of deliberation.

1.] A request from the K.S.5.A. for additional on-site ground

Districts, particularly those generally described as wing-
boards for on-site advertising.

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION. Permit additional signs subject
to regulating the location, number, height and area.

CODE REVISIONS REQUIRED. Amend Sections 28.04.139 G, H, I,
and J regulating signs in each of the commercial and indus-
trial districts by adding the following to each of the above
code sections.

"Additional on-site ground or pole signs are allowed pro-
vided:

The Wichita Area Chamber of Commerce has had a number of complaints
on the provisions of the new sign ordinance adopted in December,

1974. Several members have requested that the Chamber take a position
and the board of directors appointed a task force in August to study
the matter.

We, the members of the task force, feel that we should make the
following recommendations to the board of directors of the Chamber
of Commerce and that you should be aware of these recommendations:

1. There should be every effort made by your committee
to see that the permits and inspection department
personnel have a thorough understanding of the meaning
and spirit of the regulations.

With regard to off-site signs, Mr. Jim Tidwell of Donrey

be given due consideration.

There have been many complaints about the permits
required and the fee structure, and we urge that
thorough consideration be given to ascertain if this
structure is fair and reasonable to all business.

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SIGN ORDINANCE
STATISTICAL ANALYSIS

Existing historical records indicate that 10,500 permanent signs exist within the
city. However, this figure is not a true reflection of ongoing workload. Field
surveys recently conducted in selected areas evinced that 27% of the existing signs
were originally constructed without permits. Utilizing this computation, Central

-Inspection projects that 13,335 permanent signs currently exist®within the corporate
.limits of the city. : f :

An average of 240 actual work days per year for a two-year period (1976-77) plus the
remaining 63 work days of 1975 equals 543 work days within the initial 3-year com-
pliance period. This means that approximately 25 existing signs must be permitted per
workday. This is in addition to new sign construction and enforcement of temporary
and portable signs.

Although it is generally agreed that a large volume of portable and temporary signs
exist, a lack of historical data renders projections upon future workload and entici-
pated revenues impossible to predict. Field surveys and enforcement procedures, soon
to be initiated by a large contingent of Central Inspection personnel, may provide
this data.

A chart indicated as Chart I showing the number of new sign permits issued during
the first eight months of 1975 follows*:

The sign inspectors drove 8,038 miles in 14 man-months. This averages 575 miles per
man per month. Traffic Engineering estimates that while driving random routes
throughout the city, a vehicle will average 15 miles per hour. This equates 38%
hours per month or 1 hour and 50 minutes vehicular travel each day. 7
Each inspector is allocated a lunch break of one hour and two 15-minute breaks per
day. Two hours per day are required in the office on telephone and personal inter-
views, routine reporting and personnel forms, filing, scheduling next day's
activities, etc. Average actual inspection time expended per sign inspection is
20 minutes. New signs require an average of two inspections.

Workload Summary

To .complete the city within three years (1975-77), 25 existing signs must be com-
pleted per workday.

New sign permits are issued at an average rate of 6 per day.

To begin, I want to state again that we generally agree with

Our suggestions for change are few as they represent only
the situations that are presently having an extremely serious
effect on our business. The suggestions and our reasons
for requesting your consideration of these are as follows:

1. Light Commercial Zones. Those of you involved in the
Planning Commission and Sign Committee meetings discuss-
ions on the regulations to make up the new sign ordinance
adopted in December, 1974, will recollect the mention of a
new zoning plan, Often times this new zoning plan was offered

There was some concern that by allowing the wing wall or the trade-
off type signs, that actually wing walls would not be built, but
any number of types of smaller ground or pole signs would be built
and thus add to the proliferation of signs. I have attempted to
limit this to some degree (even though not in your motion) , by
limiting the number of these trade-off type signs on site.

The matter relative to item 2 of the Hale letter dealing with the
Setback from adjacent property lines is included in the paragraph
in Alternate 2 of the first question. Specifically, it is in the
change from 25 to 15 in paragraph 28.04.139.K.6.

This language need not be final and any suggestions that you may
have, or the staff may have, as to clarity will be appreciated.

There was some concern that by allowing the wing wall or the trade-
off type signs, that actually wing walls would not be built, but
any number of types of smaller ground or pole signs would be built
and thus add to the proliferation of signs. I have attempted to
limit this to some degree (even though not in your motion), by
limiting the number of these trade-off type signs on site.

The matter relative to item 2 of the Hale letter dealing with the
setback from adjacent property lines is inel ded in the paragraph
in Alternate 2 of the first question. Specitically, it is in the
change from 25 to 15 in paragraph 28.04.139.K.6.

This language need not be final and any suggestions that you may
have, or the staff may have, as to clarity will be appreciated.

As some of you will remember, all during the time regulations
for the new sign ordinance adopted Dec. 10th, were being dis-.
cussed, there was continuous reference to a plan for new zoning.

24.04.040. Definitions. The definition of terms and

description of sign types used in this ordinance are set forth

in the zoning ordinance, Title 28 of the code.

24.04.050. Permits Required. Except as otherwise pro-
vided in this ordinance, it shall be unlawful for any person
to erect, alter, relocate, create by painting or maintain ﬁ
sign within the City without first obtaining a permit from
the Superintendent of Central Inspection who shall issue
permits for the following;

(a) Initial sign and use permit. This permit shall be
required for all new signs erected, relocated,
created by painting, reconstructed, or for signs
altered to increase the height or area. The initial
sign and use permit shall be valid for a period of
three years from the date of issuance. At the
termination of the initial sign and uée permit the
owner shall be required to obtain an existing sign
use permit.

Existing sign use permit. The owner of any sign regu-
lated by this ordinance, except temporary signs and
portable signs, in existence on the effective date of
this ordinance, shall oStain a sign use permit and
renew the permit triennially for as long as the sign
is used. Permanent signs in existence on the date

of enacﬁment of this ordinance which do not conform

to the provisions oé this code, but which were con-
structed, erected, affixed or maintained in compliance
with all previous applicable regulations, shall be

regarded as nonconforming signs and may be continued

- years before conformance ox removal. A sign use
permit shall be valid for a period of threc years.
Temporary sign permit. The owner of any temporary
sign or portable sign shall obtain a temporary sign
permit. All temporary signs and portable g'round
signs existing on the effective date of this ordinance
may remain in use for 60 days after which it will
be necessary to comply with all applicable regula-
tions and obtain a temporary sign permit. Tempo-
rary sign permits shall be valid only for the dura-
tion of time noted on ‘the permit and furthermore
subject to all applicable provisions of the city

ordinances.

24.04.060. Permit Application and Issuance. Application
for permits shall be made to the Superintendent of Central
Inspection upon forms provided by the city and shall be accom-
panied by such information as may be required to assure compli-
ance with all appropriate regulations. This may include drawings
indicating the sign legend or advertising message, location,
dimensions, construction and structural des;‘.gn. If the Superin-
tendent of Central Inspection deems it necessary, he may also -

require that a licensed engineer furnish information concerning

structural design of the sign and the proposed attachments.

The Superintendent of Central Inspection shall issue a permit
for a sign when an application therefor has been made and the

sign complies with all applicable regulations of the City.

An initial sign and use permit issued under the provisions of
this ordinance shall expire by limitation and become null and
void, if the work authorized by such permit is not commenced
within 90 days from the date of such permit, or if the work

authorized by such permit is suspended or abandoned for a




period of 120 day@cr more at any time aftc-O:he work is com-

menced. The Superintendent of Central Inspection may grant:
extensions to these time limitations when a re:;[uc.-st is made
writing due to unusual circumstances. Before such work can
commenced or resumed thereafter a new permit shall first be
obtained and the fee therecof ‘shall be one-half the amount required
for a new permit for such work, provided no changes have been

made in the original design &f the sign and provided further,

that such suspension or abandonment has not exceeded one year.

The Superintendent of Central Inspection may, in writing,

suspend, or revoke any permit issued under the provisions of
this ordinance whenever the permit is issued on the basis of
a material omission o-r misstatement of fact, or the sign is

in violation of this ordinance or any other applicable ordinance.

No permit for a sign issued hereunder shall be deemesd to con-
stitute permission or authorization to maintain a public or
private nuisance nor shall any permit issued hereunder constitute

a defense in an action to abate a nuisance.

2;1.04.070. Permit fees. The fees prescribed herein must
be paid to the City of Wichita for each sign for which a permit
_is required and shall be paid before any such permit is issued.
(a) Initial Sign and Use Permit Fee.

(1) For each sign that is erected, installed,
affixed, relocated, created by painting, or
reconstructed, the initial sign .and use permit
fee shall be $10.00 (TEN DOLLARS) plus $2.00
(TWO DOLLARS) per each 10 square feet of sign
area or major fraction thereof.

For ecach existing sign that is altered to
increase the area or height of the sign, an
initial sign and use permit fee of $10.00
(TEN DOLLARE) plus $2.00 (TWO DOLLARS) per
each 10 square feet of sign area increase or
major fraction thereof. Credit toward the
payment of thia fce may be any unused portion
of tho existing slgn use permit.

An abandoned sign is prohibited and shall be removed within 30

days after notification by the Superintendent of Central Inspection.

24.04.130. Removal of Signs. The Superintendent of Central
Inspection shall remove or cause to be removed any abandoned,
dangerous, defective, illegal or-prohibited sign subject to
removal under the provisions of this ordinance which has ﬁot been
removed within the time period specified in this ordinance,
or any other sign maintained in violation of the provisions

.of this ordinance. The Superintendent of Central Inspection
shall prepare a notice which shall describe the sign and
‘specify the violation involved and which shall state that if
the sign is not removed or the violation is not corrected
within 30 days, the sign shall be removed in accordance with

the provisions of this ordinance.

The notice shall be mailed or given to the ownér of the sign,
the occupant of the property or their employee or representative
upon which the sign is located and to the owner of the property
on which the sign is located as shown on the recorus of the

Register of Deeds.

Any person having an interest in the sign or the property may
appeal the determination of the Superintendent of Central

Inspection ordering removal or compliance by filing a written

Appeals appertaining to the general regulations of this ordinance
shall be filed with the Superintendent of Central Inspection who

shall refer such appeal to the Board of Appeals, Building Code.

24.04.140. Cost of Sign Removal. Any sign removed by the
Superintendent of Ccnﬁral Inspection may be disposed of in any
manner deemed appropriate by the City. The cost of abatement
or removal shall include any and all incidental expenses
JAincurred by the City in connection with the sign abatement or
removal. These costs shall be certified to the City Clerk who
shall assess the costs as a special assessment against the lot

or parcel of land on which the sign was located.

24.04.150. License to Engage in Business of Sign Hanger.
All persons engaged in the business of hanging signs, which
involves in whole or part, the erection, alteration, creating
by painting, relocation, maintenance or other sign work shall
be required to obtain a licence from the City to conduct such

business. This shall be an annual license and the fee therefor

shall be seventy-five dollars,

24.04.160. Bond Required. No license shall be issued to
any sign hanger until a bond shall have been filed with the
City Clerk in the sum of two thousand dollars, such bond to be
approved as to form by the City Attorney. Such bond shall be
conditioned for the censtruction and erection of signé in accor-
dance with the ordinances of the City, the provisions of this
Code and the laws of the State, and to protecct and save the City

harmless from any and all claims or demands by reason of any

24.04.180. Revocation of Permits. The Superintendent of
Central Inspection may revoke any permit under the provisions of
this crdinance or stop the work or order the removal of any sign
for any of the following reasons:

(a) Whenever there is a violation of any of the provisions

of this ordinance or any other ordinance relaﬁing to

signs.

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING ANID RESTRICTING THE
LOCATION OF OFF-SITE SIGNS WITHIN THE CITY OF
WICHITA, KANSAS; AMENDING SECTION 24.04.200(q)

travel within any designated mile, shall be determined by the lincal measurement
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"in fect, along the center line of the streetl right-of-way, that is within or

adjacent to any zoning district wherein off-site signs are a permitted use, A
designated mile shall be the length of the center line of a street between mile
‘section lines, even though the lincal measurement may exceed 5, 280 feet.
Under no circumstance shall there be more than five off-site signs facing a
direction of travel within any designated mile unless such street is within or
adjacent to the "F' Heavy Industrial District. Whenever such a condition is
present, the calculations based on the permitted number for these districts
shall not permit more than eight off-site signs within any designated mile.

2 Size permitted. The gross surface arca of an off-
site sign shall not exceedr 600 square feet, nor shall it exceed 30 feet in
height.

3. Prohibited locations. No off-site sign shall be erected
on a property when any of the following conditions are found to exist:

Ya, No off-site sign shall be erected on a zoning lot
that already has more than two-on-site ground or pole signs; or

‘!‘b. No off-site sign shall be erected on a zoning
lot that already has more than 200 square feet of on-site ground or pole signs
Jfacing a direction of travel, regardless of the number of signs; or

"'e. No off-site sign shall be erected on any property
that would obscure the view of any on-site signs. This shall be determined
by establishing a sight point at the center line of the stréet 150 feet in either
direction, then no on-site sign within l-50 fect of the off-site sign shall be
obscured from vicw; or

"'d,  No off-site sign shall be located closer than 330
feet to another off-site sign facing the same direction of travel; or

"e. No off-site sign shall be crected on a zoning lot
that does not comply with the minimum lot size requirements of the zoning

district.




"4, Sclhack. Off-site signs shall comply with all building

sciback lines.

"5, Type. Off-site signs may be ground, pole or wall

signs, but shall not be erccted upon or above the roof of any building, nor shall

any portion of a sign project over public right-of-way."
