C. The applicant shall maintain at all times an active program
for the eradication and control of rodenta and moiquitoes.

hood, is enclosed by a metal or wood fence not less than eight
feet in height and having cracks and openings not in excess
of five percent of the area of such fence, subject to any

4. It should be pointed out that the plot plan submitted with
the application indicates that there will be no buildings on
the property, only "tire salvage. " The applicant has indicated
the operation consists of storage of used tires to be sold to
different parties for recapping as the occasion demands. It
should also be pointed out that there are non-conforming
s alvage yards located to the south of subject property, and
in the general area to the north.

GALBRAITH stated that staff had inquired of the applicant
what "processing tires" meant and was advised that the tires
would be stored for an undetermined length of time until they
could be sorted for recapping or used in some other way. He further
said that the governing body does have the authority to grant this
type of use in a Light Industrial area, but that the use cannot
be adjacent to a major street and that screening conditions and
other conditions would be required to make the use more appropriate
or compatible to the area. He stated that much of the property
in the subject area had been in the scrap processing business
for a number of years.

GALBRAITH re ferred to a memorandum from Mr. James F. Aiken, Jr.,
Environmental Health Director, in which Environmental Health had
recommended that Condition C be expanded to include a permanent
roof over the stored tires to prevent rain water from standing
in the tires. Mr. Aiken had further stated that they were not
recommending that the special permit be granted, but if it was
found by the Planning Commission and the City Commission to be
acceptable, Condition C should be expanded. because of the serious
problem they have with the breeding of mosquitoes.

The collection, transportation, storage and processing of salvaged or used
tires comes under the solid waste jurisdiction of the Health Department as
stipulated in Section 7.08.160 of the Code of the City of Wichita, Kansas,
which reads as follows: "Salvage or reclamation of materials shall be
permitted only when facilities specifically disigned for the purpose of
salvaging or processing solid waste are provided All salvage operations
shall be conducted in a manner that will not create a nuisance."

The storage of large numbers of used tires in the open creates a major source
of mosquitoes. Rain water collects in the tires and provides an ideal breeding
place for mosquitoes. In order to prevent such rain water collection and
subsequent mosquito breeding, it is necessary to provide a roof to preclude
rain water entering the tires.

We suggest and recommend that the listed conditions, if the PlanninJ Commission
recommends that the special permit be granted, be expanded in relation to
condition (c) as follows: "The applicant shall maintain at all times an
active program for the eradication and control of rodents and mosquitoes,
including a permanent roof over the stored tires to prevent rain water from
standing in the tires."

We are not recommending that the special permit be granted; however, if it is,
we are TA--agreement with the conditions stipulated including the recommended
modification of condition (c).
