OR UNLESS THE PLANS SPECIFICALLY IDENTIFY A UTILITY TO BE ADJUSTED BY ITS OWNER DURING
CONSTRUCTION. EXISTING UTILITIES AND THEIR LOCATION, AS SHOWN ON THE PLANS, REPRESENT THE

MAINTAIN A MINIMUM OF 10—FOOT HORIZONTAL SEPARATION BETWEEN ALL WATER LINES (MAINS,

SERVICES, AND FIRE HYDRANTS) AND ALL SANITARY SEWER LINES (MAINS, SERVICES, AND MANHOLES).
ALL SEPARATION DISTANCES ARE TO BE MEASURED FROM EDGE-TO—-EDGE, AT THE CLOSEST POINT.

MAINTAIN A MINIMUM OF 2—FOOT VERTICAL SEPARATION BETWEEN ALL WATER LINES (MAINS AND

SERVICES) AND ALL GRAVITY SANITARY SEWER LINES (MAINS, SERVICES, AND MANHOLES) AT CROSSINGS.
ALL SEPARATION DISTANCES ARE TO BE MEASURED FROM EDGE-TO—-EDGE, AT THE CLOSEST POINT.

MAINTAIN A MINIMUM OF 2—FOOT VERTICAL SEPARATION BETWEEN ALL WATER LINES (MAINS AND
SERVICES) AND ALL PRESSURIZED SANITARY SEWER LINES (FORCE MAINS AND SERVICES) AT CROSSINGS.
WATERLINES MUST ALWAYS BE PLACED ABOVE PRESSURIZED SANITARY SEWER LINES WHERE THEY
CROSS. ALL SEPARATION DISTANCES ARE TO BE MEASURED FROM EDGE-TO—EDGE, AT THE CLOSEST
POINT.

RUBBLE FROM THE REMOVAL OF MISCELLANEOUS STRUCTURES AND EXCESS EXCAVATION WHICH IS TO
BE WASTED SHALL BE DISPOSED OF ON SITES TO BE PROVIDED BY THE CONTRACTOR. THESE SITES
SHALL BE APPROVED BY THE ENGINEER AS TO SUITABILITY, APPEARANCE AND SITE LOCATION.
LOCATIONS, IN THE OPINION OF THE ENGINEER, THAT WILL LEAVE AN UNSIGHTLY APPEARANCE WILL NOT
BE APPROVED. ALL DISPOSAL SITES MUST BE APPROVED BY THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND
ENVIRONMENT. MATERIAL EITHER STOCKPILED OR DISPOSED OF IN A FLOOD PLAIN WILL REQUIRE A
KANSAS STATE BOARD OF AGRICULTURE PERMIT. ANY MATERIAL DUMPED IN WATERS OF THE UNITED
STATES OR WETLANDS IS SUBJECT TO U.S. CORPS OF ENGINEERS PERMITTING REGULATIONS. ANY
MATERIAL BURIED OR STOCKPILED BEYOND APPROVED CONSTRUCTION LIMITS WILL REQUIRE ADDITIONAL
ARCHAEOLOGICAL INVESTIGATIONS UNLESS BURIED IN A PREVIOUSLY APPROVED BORROW LOCATION.

TREES AND SHRUBS IN PUBLIC RIGHT—OF—WAY WHICH ARE IN DIRECT CONFLICT WITH PROPOSED NEW
CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE REMOVED BY THE CONTRACTOR WITH THE CITY ENGINEER'S APPROVAL. TREES
AND SHRUBS WHICH ARE NOT IN DIRECT CONFLICT WITH PROPOSED NEW CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE
SAVED AND PROTECTED FROM DAMAGE.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL GIVE ALL PROPERTY OWNERS AND/OR TENANTS OF DEVELOPED PROPERTY

ABUTTING THE CONSTRUCTION OF THIS PROJECT A MINIMUM OF TEN (10) DAYS NOTICE PRIOR TO
START OF CONSTRUCTION.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR PRESERVING PROPERTY IRONS. THE CONTRACTOR WILL
BE REQUIRED TO RE—ESTABLISH ANY PROPERTY IRONS WHICH ARE DAMAGED OR DESTROYED BY HIS
CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS. SUCH IRONS SHALL BE RE—ESTABLISHED BY A LICENSED LAND SURVEYOR
IN ACCORDANCE WITH STATE LAWS.

THE ENGINEERING DIVISION SHALL FIELD LOCATE WATER VALVES ONE TIME DURING CONSTRUCTION WHEN
REQUESTED BY THE CONTRACTOR. IT SHALL BE THE CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY TO PRESERVE SUCH
FIELD LOCATIONS DURING THE CONSTRUCTION PROCESS. WATER VALVES, VALVE BOXES OR FIRE
HYDRANTS DAMAGED DURING CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE REPAIRED BY CONTRACTOR AT HIS OWN
EXPENSE. VALVE BOXES AND WATER METERS WITHIN THE PROJECT LIMITS SHALL BE ADJUSTED TO
MATCH FIELD GRADES BY THE CONTRACTOR.

ALL AREAS DISTURBED DURING CONSTRUCTION THAT WILL NOT BE UNDER PROPOSED PAVEMENT SHALL
BE SEEDED AND MULCHED. AREA WITHIN JACOBS FARMSTEAD HOUSE SHALL BE FESCUE SEEDED. COST
SHALL BE CONSIDERED SUBSIDIARY TO PROJECT SEEDING.

CONTRACTOR SHALL LIMIT THE EXTENT OF TRENCH OPEN OVERNIGHT AND WEEKENDS TO LESS THAN 50
FEET.

EXISTING UTILITIES AND THEIR LOCATION, AS SHOWN ON THE PLANS REPRESENT THE BEST INFORMATION
OBTAINABLE FOR DESIGN. LOCATION INFORMATION HAS BEEN OBTAINED FROM THE VARIOUS COMPANIES
AND IS EITHER FROM COMPANY UTILITY DRAWINGS OR COMPANY PROVIDED FIELD LOCATIONS. THE PLAN
LOCATIONS SHOWN ARE NOT GUARANTEED. ADDITIONAL EXISTING UTILITIES MAY ALSO BE ENCOUNTERED.

A PORTION OF EXCESS EXCAVATED MATERIAL SHALL BE MOUNDED AROUND MANHOLES WHICH EXTEND
MORE THAT ONE (1) FOOT ABOVE THE EXISTING GROUND. SUCH MOUND SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED WITH
NEW DEVELOPMENT A SIX (6) FOOT DIAMETER FLAT TOP WITH 4 TO 1 SIDE SLOPES DOWN TO THE
ORIGINAL GROUND. THE ELEVATION OF THE FLAT TOP OF THE MOUND SHALL BE 0.4 FOOT BELOW THE
TOP OF THE MANHOLE.

CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE POSITIVE DRAINAGE AWAY FROM ALL MANHOLE COVERS.

ALL STUBS AND PLUGGED PIPES SHALL BE LOCATED WITH GREEN PLASTIC TAPE IN THE SAME MANNER
AS RISERS.

CONNECTING TO EXISTING MANHOLES:

PRIOR TO LAYING SEWER LINES USING EXISTING STUBS IN EXISTING MANHOLES, THE CONTRACTOR
SHALL EXPOSE AND VERIFY THE ELEVATION, GRADE AND ALIGNMENT OF EXISTING STUBS AND NOTIFY
THE ENGINEER OF ANY DEVIATION FROM THE PLANS. WHERE CONNECTION TO AN EXISTING MANHOLE
THAT DOES NOT HAVE AN EXISTING STUB OR THE STUB IS UNUSABLE DUE TO ELEVATION GRADE OR
ALIGNMENT, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BORE CUT INTO EXISTING MANHOLE WALL TO MAKE CONNECTION
USING APPROVED WATER STOP GASKET, AND RESHAPE THE EXISTING MANHOLE INVERT TO PROVIDE
SMOOTH FLOW. THE COST TO CONNECTING TO EXISTING MANHOLES IS INCIDENTAL TO THE PROJECT.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PREVENT ANY CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS FROM ENTERING THE EXISTING SANITARY
SEWER DURING CONSTRUCTION.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR MAINTAINING CONTINUOUS FLOW OF SEWAGE THROUGH
CONSTRUCTION. CONTRACTOR'S PROPOSED METHOD FOR MAINTAINING SEWAGE FLOW SHALL BE

SUBMITTED AND APPROVED BY THE SEWER MAINTENANCE DIVISION (316—268-4073) PRIOR TO STARTING
AND BY—PASSING OF SEWAGE FLOWS.

TRAFFIC CONTROL GENERAL NOTES

1. IF TRAFFIC WILL BE IMPACTED BY CONSTRUCTION, A TRAFFIC CONTROL PLAN MUST BE SUBMITTED AND
APPROVED BY THE CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER AT traffic@wichita.gov BEFORE CONSTRUCTION CAN BEGIN. THE
CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL MEASURES TO FACILITATE CONSTRUCTION. ALL
CONSTRUCTION ZONE MARKINGS AND SIGNAGE SHALL CONFORM TO THE LATEST VERSION OF THE MANUAL ON
UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES (MUTCD) AS PUBLISHED BY THE US DEPT. OF TRANSPORTATION, FEDERAL
HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION. ALL COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH CONSTRUCTION MARKINGS AND SIGNAGE SHALL BE THE
CONTRACTORS RESPONSIBILITY.

2. ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES IN THE WORK ZONE (INCLUDING MARKINGS AND SIGNS) AND THEIR INSTALLATION
AND MAINTENANCE SHALL COMPLY WITH THE LATEST EDITION OF THE MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL

DEVICES (MUTCD). ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES IN THE TRAVELED WAY OR CLEAR ZONE SHALL BE
CRASHWORTHY (NCHRP REPORT 350 OR MASH COMPLIANT).

3. ALL CONSTRUCTION EQUIPMENT, INCLUDING VEHICLES, MATERIALS, AND DEBRIS, SHALL BE STORED OUTSIDE OF
THE CLEAR ZONE. WHERE THIS CANNOT BE ACHIEVED THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PLACE APPROPRIATE SIGNS,
ABJECT IDENTIFIERS, AND/OR BARRICADES IN COMPLIANCE WITH MUTCD.

4. EXCEPT WHEN REQUIRED FOR SAFETY, TRAFFIC CONTROL SHALL NOT BLOCK ANY LANES OR SIDEWALKS WHEN
WORK IS NOT BEING PERFORMED.

5. WHEN CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES ARE BEING PERFORMED WITHIN THE RIGHT—OF—WAY BUT AT LEAST 6 FEET FROM
THE ROADWAY, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL UTILIZE TRAFFIC CONTROL IN ACCORDANCE WITH KDOT TRAFFIC CONTROL

STANDARD TE720 (SHEET 24).

6. WHEN CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES ARE BEING PERFORMED WITHIN 6 FEET OF THE ROADWAY, THE CONTRACTOR
SHALL UTILIZE TRAFFIC CONTROL IN ACCORDANCE WITH KDOT TRAFFIC CONTROL STANDARD TE724 (SHEET 25).
IF TWO—DIRECTIONAL TRAFFIC CANNOT BE MAINTAINED ON THE ROADWAY OR IF DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER,
UTILIZE TRAFFIC CONTROL IN ACCORDANCE WITH KDOT TRAFFIC CONTROL STANDARD TE730 (SHEET 26).

7. COORDINATE DRIVEWAY CLOSURES FOR SANITARY LINE INSTALLATION WITH THE PROPERTY OWNER PRIOR TO
CLOSING DRIVEWAYS. MODIFIED DRIVEWAY ACCESS MUST BE KEPT AT ALL TIMES DURING SANITARY INSTALLATION.

MISCELLANEOUS GENERAL NOTES

1. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RESEED ALL UNDEVELOPED AREAS DISTURBED BY CONSTRUCTION WITH A
MIXTURE OF RYEGRASS (APPLIED AT A RATE OF 200 LBS. PER ACRE) AND BUFFALO GRASS, DEPENDING
ON THE SOIL CONDITIONS (APPLIED PER STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS). PURE NITROGEN FERTILIZER
SHALL ALSO BE APPLIED AT A RATE OF 1.5 LBS. PER THOUSAND SQUARE FEET. THE SEED SHALL BE
WATERED WITH A DEEP SOAKING EVERY TWO (2) WEEKS DURING DRY PERIODS UNTIL A MATURE STAND
OF GRASS IS OBTAINED. THE "RECAPITULATION OF QUANTITIES” SHOWS THE ESTIMATED SQUARE YARDS
OF DISTURBED AREA TO BE SEEDED, WITH A BID ITEM FOR THE SAME. THE PERMANENT SEEDING MAY
BE OMITTED ONLY IF SODDING IS REQUIRED. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR
INSTALLING EROSION CONTROL BLANKET (CURLEX I, OR APPROVED EQUAL) AT THE BACK OF CURB, TO
AND INCLUDING THE LIMITS OF ALL SEEDED AREAS. ALL COSTS FOR THIS WORK SHALL BE SUBSIDIARY
TO "SEEDING".

2. SEE THE TEMPORARY EROSION CONTROL PLANS FOR DELINEATION OF SEEDING AREAS.

3.  SELECT SOIL (TOPSOIL) SHALL BE PLACED AT A MINIMUM DEPTH OF 6 INCHES OR AS SPECIFIED ON
THE DRAWINGS. THE FINISHED GRADE INDICATES THE SURFACE ELEVATION AFTER THE PRESCRIBED
SELECT SOIL (TOPSOIL) THICKNESS HAS BEEN PLACED. WHERE OFFSITE SELECT SOIL IS NEEDED, IT
SHALL BE FERTILE NATURAL TOPSOIL, TYPICAL OF THE LOCALITY, OBTAINED FROM WELL DRAINED AREAS.
STOCKPILED TOPSOIL MAY BE USED. IT SHALL BE WITHOUT ADMIXTURE OF SUBSOIL OR SLAG AND
SHALL BE FREE OF STONES, LUMPS, STICKS, PLANTS, OR THEIR ROOTS, TOXIC SUBSTANCES OR OTHER
EXTRANEOUS MATTER THAT MAY BE HARMFUL TO PLANT GROWTH OR WOULD INTERFERE WITH FUTURE
MAINTENANCE. TOPSOIL PH RANGE SHALL BE 5.5 TO 7.0. TOPSOIL SHALL BE APPROVED BY THE
PROJECT ENGINEER PRIOR TO PLACEMENT.
