GENERAL NOTES:

Utlity service lines, poles, valve boxes, meters ond elc. ore to be adjusted as
necessary by others prior to construction uniess the plons specifically call for
their adjustment by the Controctor. Existing utilities ond their locotion. os
shown on the plans, represent the best information obtoinable for design. The
Contractor will be required to work around existing utilities within the right-of-
way which do not conflict with proposed construction.

A sow cul of at least one—half the depth of existing surface courses or one-
fourth the depth of the existing totol pavement thickness shall be provided at
iocations where proposed construction obuts on existing surface course or
pavement for which portial removal of that surface or pavement is required.
Sowed joint to focilitate removal within three (3) feet of existing joints will not
be permitted ond for such instonces the limits of remowval shall extend to the
existing joint. Such sow cuts will not be poid for directly ond this cost shall be
considered as subsidiory to the project costs.

Rubble from the removal of miscelloneous structures and excess excavation which
is lo be wasted sholl be disposed of on sites to be provided by the Contractor.
These sites sholl be approved by the Engineer us to suitability, ocppecronce and
site location. Locations that, in the opinion of the Engineer, will leave on
unsightly appearance will nol be approved.

All suitable excavation shall be wosted on low lying lots within the oddition before
any malerial is disposed of off site.

All disposol sites must be opproved by the Kansas Department of Heaolth ond
Environment. Material either stockpiled or disposed of In o flood plain would
require 0 Konsas Slote Boord of Agriculture permit. Any material dumped in
waters of the United States or wetlands Is subject to U.S. Corps. of Engineers
permitting regulations. Any molerial buried or stockpiled beyond approved
construction limits would require additionol archaeclogical investigations uniess
buried In o previously approved borrow location

Trees ond shrubas in public right—of-way which are in direct conflict with proposed
new construction sholl be removed by the Controctor with the Engineer's approval.
Trees and shrubs which are not in direct conflict with proposed new construction
shall be soved ond protected fromm damage. The cost is subsidiory to streel
construction costs.

Limits of earthwork shall match existing ground elevations at the right—of-way
line uniess otherwise noted on the plans with o new finished grade elevation.
When o new finished grode elevation Is shown, the earthwork sholl extend one

foot beyond the right—of-way line and then slope up or down using permissible Line No. B8

slopes to match the existing ground surface.

The Contractor sholl be responsible for preserving property irons. The Controctor
will be required to reestablish any properly irons which ore domoged or destroyed
by his construction operaticns. Such irons shall be reestablished by a licensed
lond surveyor in accordance with state lows.

All tronsition curb poid for os Roll Type Curb.

All lown /turf areas disturbed by construction sholl be restored with the some sod
as existing. Restoration of disturbed creas shall include, but not be limited to,

top soil preparation ond sodding. All sodding work shaoll be in occordance with
City Standard Specifications and the City Administrative Regulation No. AR78,

which governs cleanup ond restoration or replocement following construction.

The "Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan” will show the estimated Square Yords of
disturbed lawn /turf crea to be sodded, with a bid item for the same. When the
weaather /season prevents the instollation of sod, the Controctor shall be responsible
for installing Erosion Control Blanket (Curlex |, or approved equal) at the back

of curb (B’ wide minimum). All costs for erosion mat installation shall be
subsidiory to "Site Restoration”.

The Contractor shall reseed all non—lawn/turf oreas disturbed by construction
with o mixture of Ryegross (applied ot o rote of 200 Ibs per ocre) ond Fescue,
Bermuda, or Buffolo gross, depending on the soll conditions (applied per Standard
Specifications). Pure Nitrogen fertilizer shall also be applied ot o rote of 1.5 lbs
er thousond square feet. The seed shall be wolered with deep soaking every
wo (2) weeks during dry periods until @ mature stond of gross is obtalned. The
"Storm Water Follution Prevention Plan™ will show the estimated Square Yards of
disturbed non—lawn /turf orea to be seedad, with a bid item for the some. The
permanent seeding moy be omitted only If sodding is required in accordance with
previous General Note. The Controctor shall be responsible for Installing Erosion
Control Blonket (Curlex |, or approved equal) at the back of curb, to and including
the limits of all seeded oreas. All costs for this work shall be subsidiory to
the seeding bid item.

Subdivision benchmarks will be flat survey markers, No. 8134-08, 3" top diameter
ovailoble at Konsas Blue Print Co., Inc. (Cost is incidental to curb construction)

Controctor shall mointoin oll existing BMPs on project site during construction.
Contractor shall repair or replace ony existing Ps that are domaoged (Cost is
subsidiary to site restoration). If BMPs were domaged prior to contractor
beginning work on project, nolify construction inspector or engineer.

Controctor shall remove and stockpile organic malerial (topsail) to surface (to a
minimum of twelve (12) inches) oll fills, embonkments and any cther areas on the
site of the work where the original topscll will be covered or damaged. Topsoil
shall be free from trash, debris ond surfoce vegetation more thon six (6) inches
in height. After all work hos been completed in each aoreo, topsoil sholl be ploced
and groded. (Cost shall be subsidiory to Excavation)
