SHALL BE INSTALLED IN ACCORDANCE WITH
MANUFACTURER’S RECOMMENDATIONS. CRUSHED ROCK
SHALL BE UNIFORMLY GRADED FROM 1—1/2" MAXIMUM
SIZE TO NOT MORE THAN 10% PASSING A NO. 200
SIEVE. ROCK QUALITY SHALL BE THE SAME AS
SPECIFIED FOR COARSE AGGREGATE FOR CONCRETE
MIXES.

ROCK BASE IS TO BE COMPACTED AND SMOOTHED WITH
