This project will disturb 19.5 acres.

Refer to City of Wichita Standards for BMP installation, inspection and maintenance details and specifications.

Cost for each erosion and sediment control item shall include maintenance, inspection and eventual removal. 

Besides keeping each device in working order, maintenance shall include , at a minimum, sediment removal 

before 50% of the device’s capacity is reached. Sediment removal is subsidiary.

Contractor shall adjust erosion and sediment control plans to conform to actual construction operations.  

All changes to plan shall be approved by the City.

Stabilized entrances shall be provided as directed by the City.  In general, stabilized entrances will be required 

at locations near where construction equipment will enter public or private streets and access roads. Two total 

entrances are anticipated on the project.

Stockpiles of excavated or imported materials should be enclosed and protected with silt barrier around the 

entire circumference of the stock pile.  Installing and maintaining this fence shall be measured and paid for 

under the bid item "Erosion Control BMP (Silt Barrier)".

Erosion control devices will need to be installed as applicable for the appropriate construction phase.  Contractor 

shall adjust erosion and sediment control plan to conform to actual construction operations.  Once installed, the 

devices shall remain in-place and continue to be maintained until no longer necessary as determined by the City.

EROSION CONTROL NOTES:

These plans provide for the construction of all improvements without necessity of entering or disturbing the Arkansas 

River.  If the contractor determines that entering the river will be necessary, he will be responsible for obtaining all 

permits and adhering to all regulatory requirements.  The contractor shall prevent all construction material and debris 

from coming in contact with the river.
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
