GENERAL NOTES

Mortar used in mjasonry construction shall contain 8
sacks of cemeni per cubic yard. Concrete used in
yard inlet bases|shall conform to the requirements of
concrete for coricrete pavement construction as
specified in the city standard paving specifications
using city concrete cement mix without qir entraining.

Reinforcing steel |shall be installed in the yard inlet
bases and shall consist of no. 4 bars placed on 6”
centers in both directions. The yard inlet base
reinforcement shall be placed 6" above the bottom of
the yard Inlet bgse. All costs for furnishing and
installing reinfor¢ing steel shall be included in the
unit price bid fT the yard inlet.

The floors of all |yard inlet shall be shoped with flow
channels such that the inlets will be self cleaning
and free of areds where solids could be deposited.
Flow channels shall be formed to match the

bottom halves of the inflowing pipes and the
outflowing pipe gs shown by the drawings. Inlet
floors shall have| slopes of 3 inches per foot In the
areas outside of] the flow channels sloped toward the
flow channels. r'fipes laid through inlets shall have
the top half removed to neat lines for the full inside
diameter of the|inlet. Inlet floors shall then be

shaped around t‘he bottom half of the pipe which forms

the flow channel,

Pipes installed within the excavation made for the
inlet shall be crodled with concrete to the limits of
the inlet excavation. When clay pipe Is used, the
cradle shall extend to the first joint outside the
inlet, The crodlp shall be terminated at the clay
pipe joint in @ manner which will maintain the
flexibility of the |joint. Cost of cradle within

inlet excavation 'or to clay pipe joints adjacent to
inlet shall be in¢luded in the unit price bid for the
inlet.

Inlet grate castings and inlet frame castings shall
conform to the requirements as indicated in the
standard specifi¢ations and o3 shown in the standard
detail drawing.

The crowns of iqflowing pipes shall never be set lower
than the crown of the outflowing pipe.

Joints between inlet sections to be sealed with two

two wrops of extruded butyl rubber joint mastic meeting

Special yard inlet shall be pald for at the unit price bid

per each. All standard yard inlet diometers will be 4,
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
