Know all men by these presents that we,
Hershel B. Cook and Vera Cook, his wife, have caused the land
described in the surveyors certificate to be platted into a Lot
to be known as "HERSHEL COOK ADDITION", Wichita, Kansas.

RIGHT OF ENTRY

REMOVAL OF PORTION OF BUILDING

is located), is vacant for a period of two years or is destroy-
ed by fire or other casualty to the extent that removal and re-
construction must be made that exceed fifty per cent (50%) of
the value of the portion of the building located over said ease-
ments, then said portion of said building must be demolished and
removed.

Those portions of Perry Avenue and 13th
Strget North labeled on the plat as "contingent street dedi-
cation" and described in the surveyor's certificate as being
vacated by this plat, are hereby contingently dedicated to the
public for street purposes, contingent upon the removal or
substantial destruction of the existing building, as it en-
croaches into said streets. This contingent dedication shall be
a govenant running with the land and shall be binding on all
heirs and subsequent owners of all parts of said property cover-
ed by said dedication.
