SHOWN.

2. THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ENSURING THAT ALL GRADED AREAS
ON SITE HAVE POSITIVE DRAINAGE . ALL DEPRESSIONS MUST BE GRADED TO DRAIN AS SHOWN
ON THE GRADING PLANS EXCEPT FOR THE CUTOFF DITCH.

3. THE GENERAL CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL EXISTING GRADES ALONG ADJACENT DRIVE
PRIOR TO THE START OF CONSTRUCTION AND VERIFY THAT THE PROPOSED GRADES MATCH AND
SLOPE PROPERLY. ANY DISCREPANCIES FOUND AT EXISTING CURBS SHALL BE BROUGHT TO THE

4. ALL DISTURBED AREAS SHALL BE SEEDED IMMEDIATELY UPON COMPLETION OF GRADING OPERATIONS.

8. EROSION CONTROL BLANKET TO BE NORTH AMERICAN GREEN S150 OR APPROVED EQUIVALENT.

9. ANY SUBSTITUTIONS FOR THE SEDIMENT CONTROL DEVICES SHOWN, MUST BE APPROVED BY THE
OWNER OR OWNER'S REPRESENTATIVE PRIOR TO ANY CHANGES.

1. PREPARE GRADE BEFORE EROSION BLANKET INSTALLATION.
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4"x6” TRENCH W/
COMPACTED BACKFILL

SILT FENCE BARRIER
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OVERLAP ENDS 6"

EROSION CONTROL BLANKET

1. BLANKET SHALL BE NORTH AMERICAN GREEN S$150

2. BEGIN AT THE TOP OF THE SLOPE BY ANCHORING THE BLANKET IN A 6" DEEP BY 6" OR APPROVED EQUIVALENT PRODUCT RATED FOR
WIDE TRENCH WITH APPROXIMATELY 12" EXTENDED BEYOND THE UP-SLOPE PORTION OF FOR UP TO 2:1 SLOPES.
THE TRENCH. ANCHOR THE BLANKET WITH STAPLES/STAKES APPROXIMATELY 12" APART

IN THE BOTTOM OF THE TRENCH. BACKFILL AND COMPACT THE TRENCH.

2. INSTALL EROSION CONTROL BLANKET PER
MANUFACTURER'S SPECIFICATIONS.

3. ROLL THE BLANKET DOWN OR HORIZONTALLY ACROSS THE SLOPE. ALL EROSION CONTROL
BLANKET MUST BE SECURED TO THE SOIL SURFACE USING STAPLES/STAKES PER THE

MANUFACTURER'S RECOMMENDATIONS.

4. STAPLE EDGES WITH 2"-5" OF THE BLANKET OVERLAPPING THE ADJACENT ROLL.

5. CONSECUTIVE ROLLS SPLICED DOWN THE SLOPE MUST BE PLACED END OVER END WITH
APPROXIMATELY 6" OVERLAP. STAPLE THROUGH OVERLAPPED AREA, AT APPROXIMATELY 12"
