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Urban

1) Signs shall be mounted at a minimum
height of 7' measured from the bottom
of sigh to the near edge of the pavement.

Rural

1) Ground-mounted signs shall be mounted
at a minimum height of 5' measured from
the bottom of sign to the near edge of the
pavernent.

2) Neither portable nor permanent sign
supports should be located on sidewalks
or areas desighated for pedestrian or
bicycle traffic.

2) Large signs having an area exceeding
50 square feet installed on multiple
breakaway posts shall be mounted a
minimum of 7' above the ground.

3) Signs mounted lower than 7' should
hot project more than 4" into pedestrian
facilities.

3) The height of the secondary sign
mounted below another sign may be
4' measured from the bottom of the
sign to the near edge of the
pavement.
