PROVIDED BY THE CONTRACTOR. THESE SITES SHALL BE APPROVED BY THE
ENGINEER AS TO SUITABILITY, APPEARANCE AND SITE LOCATION. LOCATIONS, IN THE
OPINION OF THE ENGINEER, THAT WILL LEAVE AN UNSIGHTLY APPEARANCE WILL NOT
BE APPROVED. ALL DISPOSAL SITES MUST BE APPROVED BY THE KANSAS
DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENT. MATERIAL EITHER STOCKPILED OR
DISPOSED OF IN A FLOOD PLAIN WILL REQUIRE A KANSAS STATE BOARD OF
AGRICULTURE PERMIT. ANY MATERIAL DUMPED IN WATERS OF THE UNITED STATES
OR WETLANDS IS SUBJECT TO U.S. CORPS OF ENGINEERS PERMITTING REGULATIONS.
ANY MATERIAL BURIED OR STOCKPILED BEYOND APPROVED CONSTRUCTION LIMITS
WILL REQUIRE ADDITIONAL ARCHAEOLOGICAL INVESTIGATIONS UNLESS BURIED IN A
PREVIOUSLY APPROVED BORROW LOCATION.

TREES AND SHRUBS IN PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY WHICH ARE IN DIRECT CONFLICT WITH
PROPOSED NEW CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE REMOVED BY THE CONTRACTOR WITH THE CITY
ENGINEER'S APPROVAL. TREES AND SHRUBS WHICH ARE NOT IN DIRECT CONFLICT WITH
PROPOSED NEW CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE SAVED AND PROTECTED FROM DAMAGE.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL GIVE ALL PROPERTY OWNERS AND/OR TENANTS OF
DEVELOPED PROPERTY ABUTTING THE CONSTRUCTION OF THIS PROJECT A MINIMUM
OF TEN (10) DAYS NOTICE PRIOR TO START OF CONSTRUCTION.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR PRESERVING PROPERTY IRONS. THE

CONTRACTOR WILL BE REQUIRED TO RE-ESTABLISH ANY PROPERTY IRONS WHICH ARE
DAMAGED OR DESTROYED BY HIS CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS. SUCH IRONS SHALL BE
RE-ESTABLISHED BY A LICENSED LAND SURVEYOR IN ACCORDANCE WITH STATE LAWS.

THE ENGINEERING DIVISION SHALL FIELD LOCATE WATER VALVES ONE TIME

DURING CONSTRUCTION WHEN REQUESTED BY THE CONTRACTOR. [T SHALL BE THE
CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY TO PRESERVE SUCH FIELD LOCATIONS DURING THE
CONSTRUCTION PROCESS. WATER VALVES, VALVE BOXES OR FIRE HYDRANTS DAMAGED
DURING CONSTRUCTION SHALL BE REPAIRED BY CONTRACTOR AT HIS OWN EXPENSE.
VALVE BOXES AND WATER METERS WITHIN THE PROJECT LIMITS SHALL BE ADJUSTED
TO MATCH FIELD GRADES.

IF TRAFFIC WILL BE IMPACTED BY CONSTRUCTION, A TRAFFIC CONTROL PLAN MUST
BE SUBMITTED AND APPROVED BY THE CITY TRAFFIC ENGINEER, MIKE ARMOUR, AT
TRAFFIC@WICHITA.GOV  BEFORE CONSTRUCTION CAN BEGIN. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL
BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL MEASURES TO FACILITATE
CONSTRUCTION.  ALL CONSTRUCTION ZONE MARKINGS AND SIGNAGE SHALL CONFORM
TO THE LATEST VERSION OF THE MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES
(MUTCD) AS PUBLISHED BY THE US DEPT. OF TRANSPORTATION, FEDERAL HIGHWAY
ADMINISTRATION. ALL COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH CONSTRUCTION MARKINGS AND SIGNAGE
SHALL BE THE CONTRACTORS RESPONSIBILITY.

ALL ELEVATIONS SHOWN ARE NAVD 88. PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION THE CONTRACTOR
SHALL RE-ESTABLISH CONTROL POINTS AND BENCH MARKS AND VERIFY THEIR
ACCURACY.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL APPLY TEMPORARY SEED AND MULCH TO ALL UNPAVED AREAS
DISTURBED BY HIS CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS WITHIN 14 DAYS AFTER SUCH OPERATIONS
CEASE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS. SEED SHALL BE ANNUAL RYE
APPLIED AT THE RATE OF 4 LBS. PER 1,000 SQUARE FEET. MULCH SHALL BE PRAIRIE HAY
APPLIED AT THE RATE OF 90 LBS. PER 1,000 SQ. FT. THIS WORK SHALL BE PAID FOR AT
THE CONTRACT LUMP SUM PRICE BID FOR "SEEDING, TEMPORARY".

ALL EXISTING PAVEMENT AND CURB AND GUTTER WITHIN THE CONSTRUCTION LIMITS
SHALL BE SAW CUT, FULL DEPTH, TO THE LINES SHOWN ON THE PLANS, OR TO THE
NEAREST JOINT, AND REMOVED, UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED. IF REMOVAL LIMITS ARE
WITHIN THREE FEET OF A JOINT, REMOVE TO THE JOINT.

ALL TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES IN THE WORK ZONE (INCLUDING MARKINGS AND
SIGNS) AND THEIR INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE SHALL COMPLY WITH THE LATEST
EDITION OF THE MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES (MUTCD). ALL
TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES IN THE TRAVELED WAY OR CLEAR ZONE SHALL BE
CRASHWORTHY (NCHRP Report 350 or MASH compliant).

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT START WORK ON THE PROJECT UNTIL THE PROJECT
INSPECTOR IS ASSIGNED AND IS PRESENT ON THE SITE. ANY WORK DONE WITHOUT
INSPECTION WILL BE REQUIRED TO BE UNCOVERED FOR INSPECTION AT THE CONTRACTORS
EXPENSE.

EASEMENTS AND RIGHT—OF—-WAY PROVIDED BY THE OWNER FOR THE PROJECT ARE
SHOWN ON THE DRAWINGS. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE
ACQUISITION OF ANY ADDITIONAL TEMPORARY EASEMENTS OR RIGHT-OF-WAY DESIRED TO
USE IN COMPLETING THE WORK.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL CONTAIN THEIR OPERATIONS TO PERMIT LOCAL AND EMERGENCY
TRAFFIC THROUGH AND ACROSS CONSTRUCTION AT ALL TIMES. INTERURBAN TRAFFIC
GENERATED OUTSIDE THE PROJECT AREA AND LOCAL BUSINESS OR RESIDENTIAL TRAFFIC
GENERATED WITHIN THE PROJECT AREA ARE TO BE CARRIED THROUGH CONSTRUCTION.
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL UTILIZE WARNING SIGNS, FLASHING LIGHTS, BARRICADES, AND
FLAGMEN IN COMPLIANCE WITH LATEST VERSION OF THE MANUAL ON UNIFORM TRAFFIC
CONTROL DEVICES (MUTCD) TO ENSURE SAFETY.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RESTORE ALL DITCHES, SWALES, ROAD SHOULDERS, AND BANKS TO
THEIR ORIGINAL SLOPES AND GRADES EXCEPT AS SHOWN OTHERWISE. WHERE EXISTING

ENTRANCE PIPE, DRAINAGE PIPE, SIGNS, FENCES, IRRIGATION, LANDSCAPING, ETC., CONFLICT WITH

THE LUMP SUM BID ITEM "SITE RESTORATION" SHALL INCLUDE, BUT NOT BE LIMITED TO
MOBILIZATION, REMOVAL OF MINOR OBSTRUCTIONS, REMOVAL AND SALVAGE OF CONFLICTING
PRIVATE IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN THE PROJECT AREA, MINOR SHAPING AND GRADING OF SLOPES
FOR FINISHED APPEARANCE, REMOVAL OF CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS, REMOVAL OF TREES WITHIN
