AN ARFA SOUTH OF SANDPIPER

INITIATED BY: Metropolitan Area Planning Department

AGENDA ACTION: Planning

Staff Recommendation:  Approve vacation of building setback.

MAPC Recommendation: Approve vacation of building setback. (unanimous)

Background: This vacation case has been requested in order to clear a "cloud" on the
property’s title caused by a building encroachment into the subject setback. The
Vacation Resolution provides for vacation of only that part of the setback encroached
upon by the building. After vacation, a 28-foot setback will remain. The vacation
request has been reviewved and approved by the Planning Commission, subject to N
conditions.

L;gal Considerations:t This request for vacation is located on property outside the
City of Wichita, but within three miles thereof. As such, no petition, publication
of notification or public hearing is required before the Wichita City Council.
