SUBJECT: V- 1818; Request to vacate building setback, generally located south
of Kellogg and east of 143 Street East.

INITIATED BY: Metropolitan Area Planning Department WbM

AGENDA ACTION: Planning

Staff Recommendation: Approve vacation.
MAPC Recommendation: Approve vacation {unanimous).

Background: This is the vacation of a portion of a platted building setback. Mr. &
Mrs. Bays intend to construct their single-family home on this lot, and prefer that
the structure be oriented towards a nearby lake. In order to accomplish this, the
vacation of a 15-foot portion of the 40-foot [front yard] building setback is
required, which will increasa the amount of buildable space for the house. The
vacated building setback will only apply to that portion that is immediately adjacent
to the house. Staff and MAPC have recommended approval because 25 feet of
building setback will continue to be available adjacent to and in front of the house,
40 feet of building setback will continue to be available for the remainder of the
front yard, and the vacation will not adversely affect the public interest.

Because this site is located in an unincorporated area of the county, but within
three-miles of the City of Wichita, and pending Council approval, this vacation will
be scheduled for final public hearing by the Board of County Commissioners,

This vacation has been reviewed and approved by the Planning Commission,
subject to conditions and recording within 30 days.
