NOTE: This unplatted site is located in the County adjoining Wichita’s city limits and annexation is
required. The site was approved in 1997 for a Conditiona!l Use to allow rock crushing, the
storage and recycling of concrete and asphalt, and the excavation of a borrow pit. The
applicant proposes an equipment storage building which requires no municipal services.
