BE REMOVED BY THE CONTRACTOR. ANY TREE OR BUSH THAT IS WITHIN THE CONSTRUCTION LIMITS BUT IS NOT
INDICATED TO BE REMOVED SHALL BE PROTECTED FROM DAMAGE. ALL COST ASSOCIATED WITH TREE REMOVAL AND
