Contractor will be required to provide notice to utility

companies a minimum of seventy—two (72) hours prior
to any excavation, as follows:

Utility service lines, poles, valve boxes, meters, and
etcetera are to be adjusted as necessary by others
prior to construction unless the plans specifically call for
their adjustment by the Contractor or unless the plans
specifically identify a utility to be adjusted by its owner
during construction. Existing utilities and their location,
as shown on the plans, represent the best information
obtainable for design. The Contractor will be required to
work around existing utilities within the right—orf—way
which do not conflict with proposed construction.

Rubble from the removal of miscellaneous structures and
excess excavation which is to be wasted shall be
disposed of on sites to be provided by the Contractor.
These sites shall be agpproved by the Engineer as to
suitability, appearance and site location. Locations, in
the opinion of the Engineer, that will leave an unsightly
appearance will not be approved. All disposal sites
must be agpproved by the Kansas Department of Health
and Environment. Material either stockpiled or disposed
of in a flood plain would require a Kansas State Board
of Agriculture permit. Any material dumped in waters
of the United States or wetlands is subject to U.S.
Corps. of Engineers permitting regulations. Any material
buried or stockpiled beyond agpproved construction limits
would require additional archaeological investigations
unless buried in a previously agpproved borrow location.

Trees and shrubs in public right—of—way which are in
direct confiict with proposed new construction shall be
removed by the Contractor with the Engineer’'s approval.
Trees and shrubs which are not in direct conflict with
proposed new construction shall be saved and protected
from damage.

The Contractor shall give all property owners and/or
tenants of developed property abutting the construction

of this project a minimum of ten (10) days notice prior
to start of construction.

The Contractor shall be responsible for preserving
property irons. The Contractor will be required to
re—establish any property irons which are damaged or
destroyed by his construction operations. Such irons
shall be re—established by a licensed land surveyor in
accordance with state laws.

All existing and proposed erosion control/ measures
including silt fencing, erosion control mat, straw bales,
inlet barriers, and const. entrance shall be maintained
throughout construction by the contractor and until
project is accepted by the City of Wichita. The on—site
engineer shall complete weekly reports on the status of
erosion control measures. The contractor shall be
required to comply with maintenance and/or replacement
of erosion contro/ measures as determined by the
on—site engineer until project is accepted by City of
Wichita.

This project is subject to a current Storm Water
Pollution Prevention Plan. Contractor shall comply with
any requirements as necessary for the site to be in
compliance during construction.

All excess excavation shall remain on—site and shall be
stockpiled as indicated on the plans.

All areas disturbed by construction shall be seeded as
indicated on Pond Plan. All costs associated with

seeding shall be included in bid item "Project Seeding”

At the conclusion of construction, an as—built survey will
be completed by the Engineer. The Contractor will be
required to finish and smooth grade all locations as

necessary that are not within £0.2° of plan grade. The
Contractor shall include all costs associated with the

regrading and/or remobilization to bring the grades into
compliance in the bid for "Mass Grading”

Earthwork Cross Sections and Earthwork Quantities
reflect topography as of Feb. 26, 2070. The Contractor
shall satisfy himself with the Earthwork Quantities

associated with Bid Items “Unclassified Excavation” and

"Mass Grading” prior to bidding. No additional payments
or change orders for earthwork will be accepted.
