REMARKS

Construct Improvements along Douglas Ave.

Close outside lanes on Douglas Avenue as needed.

Maintain minimum 2-lane NB traffic on Market St. at all times.
Maintain 2—way, 2-lane traffic on Broadway St. at all times.
Maintain minimum 2-lane SB traffic on Topeka St. at all times.
Maintain minimum 1-lane NB traffic on Emporia St. at all times.
Maintain 2—way, 1-lane traffic on St. Francis St. at all times.
Mead St. Intersection closed to thru traffic.

Rock Island St. Intersection closed to thru traffic.

Douglas Ave. to remain open to minimum 2-way, 2-lane traffic
throughout construction.

No two consecutive sideroads shall be closed at the same time.
Contractor shall coordinate with utility companies as needed.
Contractor to focus his efforts towards completing all work

necessary to minimize closure time of sideroads along Douglas Ave.

Complete final pavement marking and other miscellaneous items.

Temporary lane closures will be permitted during daylight hours.

All Traffic control shall be in accordance with the M.U.T.C.D,
latest edition.
