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General Notes

All signs and pavement markings conflicting with construction traffic control shall be covered or
removed as directed by the Engineer. Such markings and signs shall be restored or replaced at
the completion of construction at no extra cost to Owner.

As the various construction activities progress, certain situations may arise that will preclude
adhering to the original construction sequence or which, in the opinion of the Contractor, would
readily adapt themselves to a more efficient phasing operation. Should this occur, the Contractor
may submit to the Engineer an alternative plan for approval.

Contractor shall maintain existing drainage during construction and address local drainage issues as
necessary during construction. Temporary drainage measures will be subsidiary to other items in
the contract. Contractor shall provide for drainage in sump areas opened to traffic. Ponded
stormwater in sump areas will not be allowed.

All traffic control signs and devices shall be in conformance with the latest edition of the Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
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A) COMPLETE ROAD CLOSURE
