Utility service lines, poles, volve boxes, meters, ond
etcetera are to be adpsted as necessary by others
prior to construction unless the plans specifically
call for their adustment by the Contractor or unless
the plans specifically /dentify a utility to be

adjusted by its owner during construction. Existing
utilities ond their location, as shown on the plans,
represent the best information obtainoble for design.
The contractor will be required to work around existing
utilities within the right—of-way which do not conflict
with proposed construction.

Trees ond shrubs in public right—of-way which are in direct
confllct with proposed new construction shall be removed by
the Contractor with the Engineer's opproval. Trees ond shrubs
which are not in direct conflict with proposed new construction
shall be saved and protected from damage.

All areas disturbed by construction shall be seeded at 300 /bs.facre
with Rye Grass immediately following construction in that areo.
Contractor shall prepare ground per City specifications.

Rubble from the removal of miscelloneous structures ond
excess excavation which (s to be wasted shall be disposed
of on sites to be provided by the Contraoctor. These
sites shall be opproved by the Engineer as to suitobility,
oppearance and site location., Locations that, in the
opinion of the Engineer, will leave on unsightly oppearonce
will not be gpproved. All disposol sites must be opproved
by the Kansas Department of Health ond Environment
Material either stockpiles or disposed of in a flood plain
would a Kansas State Boord of Agriculture permit.  Any
materlal dumped in waters of the United States or wetlonds
is subject to U.S. Corps. of Engineers permitting
regulations. Any material buried or stockpiled beyond
gpproved constructlon limits would require additional
orchaeological investigations unless buried in a previously
aopproved borrow location.

The Contractor shall be responsible for preserving property irons.
The Contlractor will be required to re—estoblish any property irons
which are damaoged or destroyed by his construction operations.
