2. EROSION CONTROL DEVICES MUST BE MAINTAINED BY THE CONTRACTOR
THROUGHOUT THE CONSTRUCTION PROCESS AND UNTIL THE DISTURBED
EARTH IS RESTABILIZED.

3. IF THE PROJECT WILL DISTURB 1 ACRE OR MORE, A FEDERAL/STATE
NPDES STORMWATER PERMIT IS REQUIRED. A DETAILED STORMWATER
POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN, IS REQUIRED. THE EROSION CONTROL
DEVICES SHOWN ON THIS SHEET ARE CONSIDERED TO BE THE MINIMUM
TO BE SHOWN IN THE POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN.
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4, FOR PROJECTS DISTURBING LESS THAN 1 ACRE, CONTRACTORS ARE

ENCOURAGED TO PREPARE STORMWATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLANS PRIOR
TO CONSTRUCTION. EROSION CONTROL DEVICES MUST BE USED ON ALL PROJECTS.

IS FOR SITUATIONS NORMALLY ENCOUNTERED. FROM TIME TO TIME, SITUATIONS
