GENERAL: The entire disturbed areaq, excepting the paved or surfaced areas, steep rocky slopes and areas of
undlsturbed natlve sod or other deslrable vegetation shallbe fertilized (Ilmed when required), seeded, and mulched.
Sollpreparation shallconform to the Standard Specifications except as noted below.

Allborrow areas shown on the plans are to be fertllized, seeded, and mulched. However, operation In borrow areas
where crops are growlng may be omltted when requested by the owner.

I+ shallnot be requlired to tillthe area to bare ground prior to permanent seeding. If temporary cover has pro-
vided stable slopes with no eroslon, seed the permanent grasses Into the exlisting cover. If there has been eroslion
that requlres repalr prlor to seeding, then It may be necessary to regrade the areq, resulting In bare ground.

FERTILIZER: A ratlo and application rate that equals or exceeds the required minimum rate per acre of N, P05, K50
llIsted In Summary of Seeding Quantities wlllbe acceptable.

MULCHING: Mulch shallbe spread uniformly over alldisturbed areas and punched In the soll, unless otherwlise noted on
the plans. The rate of appllcation per acre, thickness In place, for the varlous mulching materlals are as follows:

Pralrle Hay Mulching ¥ - 214 Tons per Acre
Bromegrass Mulching \¥s - 2Y/4 Tons per Acre
Wheat or Oats Straw Mulching Vo -2 Tons per Acre
Wood Chips Mulching 4 -5 Tons per Acre I-2" loose depth spread uniformly over acre.
Wood Fiber Mulching Yo - | Tons per Acre spread unliformly over acre.

Other vegetative muiches (Acceptable only with the Engineer’s concurrance).

/5" loose depth spread uniformly over dacre.
/' loose depth spread uniformly over acre.
3" loose depth spread uniformly over acre.

The above rates are a gulide. I+ willbe at the discretion of the Englneer to determine what rate Is sufficlent
for adequate protection of newly seeded areas.

The amount of mulch In the bld quantities Is estimated. The totalmulch required shallbe determined In the fleld.
The bld tem for mulching shallbe pald for by one of the following ways: A) Plan quantlty as shown on Summary
of Quantities, Seeding Sheet or Water Pollution ControlSheet, B) Slope measurement as measured In fleld, or C) Drlll
measurement less 57 as measured at the time of seeding.
